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Introduction

This contribution is an updated version of N5-020261 which was rejected in Sophia Antipolis (Meeting #17). The meeting requested a reworking of the contribution and re-submittal.

The original contribution proposed updating the names of two of the General Properties (Service Instance ID and Service Instance Description) described in section 10.2 of the Framework specification. It was pointed out that although not changing the IDL these changes would be not backwards compatible for any implementations using the existing naming.

There are a number of alternative solutions: -

1. Reword the text associated with these properties; to clarify that Service Instance ID really contains the Service ID, to clarify that Service Instance Description is a description of the Service, not the Service Instance

2. Indicate in the text what these properties should be taken to mean (as described in option 1) but also indicate that they are deprecated and that two new properties (Service ID and Service Description) should be used instead

3. Take the opportunity to make the updates to the names and text as originally proposed in N5-020261

Because the issue of backwards compatibility and how to handle it is currently under considerable discussion in the Joint Working Group. We propose that alternative 1 (although not ideal) is taken at this stage as it doesn’t preclude the other two alternatives at a later stage.

10.2 General Service Properties

Each service instance has the following general properties:

· Service Name
· Service Version
· Service Instance ID
· Service Instance Description
· Product Name
· Product Version
· Supported Interfaces
· Operation Set

10.2.1 Service Name

This property contains the name of the service, e.g. “UserLocation”, “UserLocationCamel”, “UserLocationEmergency” or “UserStatus”.

10.2.2 Service Version

This property contains the version of the APIs, to which the service is compliant, e.g. “2.1".

10.2.3 Service Instance ID

This property uniquely identifies a service. Note that the Framework generates this property value when the Service Supplier registers the service. This property should not be confused with the serviceInstanceID generated by the Framework when a Client Application signs a Service Agreement to obtain the Service Manager.
10.2.4 Service Instance Description

This property contains a textual description of the service. It should not be interpreted as a description of a Service Instance (as identified by a serviceInstanceID generated by the Framework when a Client Application signs a Service Agreement to obtain the Service Manager).
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
