Subject: Handling of IETF SIP interoperability issues

Dear Colleagues, 

At CN#17 and SA#17 the incoming liaison from IETF was discussed (SP-020591).  Both CN and SA supported the interoperability goals stated in the liaison (SP-020588 and SP-020627).  It was agreed that the relevant working groups should review their requirement, architectural, and protocol assumptions to see what compliance can be achieved.  We should endeavor to correct as many of the issues as we can by Dec 2002.  Those corrections will be part of Release 5.  Issues which cannot be fixed within those timeframes or which violate critical requirements should be discussed further with the IETF and considered for later releases.
The timing of working group meetings allow for considerable opportunities in making good progress in these goals.  As agreed in SA, this e-mail is being sent out to the CN and SA groups detailing the battleplan and the specific responsibilities for this effort.
The CN WGs will meet on the week of Sept 23-27.  It is recommended at this meeting that CN1 analyze the specific interoperability issues raised in SP-020591 and begin addressing any protocol issues raised within the liaison.  Since many of the incompatibilities reflect architectural and requirements constraints, it is also recommended that CN1 produce liaisons to SA1, SA2, SA3, (and possibly other groups) describing possible relaxations in requirements or architectural constraints which would allow CN1 to resolve the interoperability issues.
SA1 SWGs, SA2, and SA3 are requested to review their current requirement and architectural assumptions in their October meetings and determine if any relaxations are possible which would further the cause of SIP interoperability.  SA4 and SA5 are also asked to provide input as relevant.
All the primary groups dealing with SIP have WG meetings in November where this alignment work can continue and CRs be agreed.  It is noted that the CN WGs and SA2 are co-located in November 11-15, and that a joint session on this issue is tentatively planned.
The goal is to bring CRs for approval into the December plenary to solve as many of the interoperability issues as possible.
