III. Old Business

1. Stage 1 requirements for OSA in release 6 #021, 022

a. A final published version of the TSG-S IP services architecture requirements was identified and will be up loaded to the FTP server for review.  There was no other discussion of the stage 1 documents.  This published version is to be reviewed in future meetings to identify any additional requirements to bring into the release 6 OSA API specification development.
2. Adapting OSA API specifications to apply to 3GPP2 networks #022, 023, 024, 003, 004, 005, 006, 007, 008, 009, 010, 011, 012, 013, 014, 015, 016, 017, 018

a. Contributions 3-8 and 10-18 are carried over to the next meeting. These are the release 5 versions of the OSA API specifications and will be the focus of the work of the OSA WG.
b. Contribution 9 is withdrawn as it is a release 4 document.
c. Contributions 22, 23 and 24 were accepted as discussion documents as written even though they are based on release 4 versions.  They contain initial mark ups of changes to sections 1, 2, and 3 of the OSA API specification to extend their applicability to the 3GPP2 wireless network environment.  The intent, which was supported was to use these documents as basis of informal discussion in the JWG as to how to best structure and implement these and similar changes to the rest of the sections of the OSA API specification.
3. Schedule of meetings #019

a. The notice of the Dublin JWG meeting was introduced.
b. Another conference call of the OSA WG was set for October 7, 10-12 CDT with details to be provided later after the JWG meeting.
