#003, 004, 005, 006, 007, 008,  010, 011, 012, 013, 014, 015, 016, 017, 018 Carried over


Contributions 003, 004, 005, 006, 007, 008, 010, 011, 012, 013, 014, 015, 016, 017, 018 are withdrawn as being release 4 OSA API specifications.  They are replaced by contributions 031-045, release 5 OSA API specifications, which are carried over.

No discussion on the specific specifications occurred. Discussion on the approach to adopting release 5 OSA API specifications into 3GPP2 occurred with the following aspects agreed to:

· Support for the delta document approach to document the application of the release 5/Parlay 4.0 OSA API to the 3GPP2 environment. Note that there was some concern for the use of the term delta document based on spirited discussion within TSG-N on other documents.  The chair was not able to come up with an alternate term on the fly, so invites suggested alternate terminology.

· For release 5/Parlay 4.0 a single delta document will be produced.

· For release 6/Parlay 5.0 the goal is to incorporate the delta document into annexes for each section of 21.198.  The structure of the delta document will be designed to have a chapter applicable to each 21.198 section, so the incorporation into an annex should be relatively easy. This goal will be introduced and discussed in the JWG for concurrence.

· Beyond release 6/Parlay 5.0 is for further consideration.

· For release 5/Parlay 4.0 only the delta document will be balloted within TIA, not the referenced documents (21.198).

· The development of the delta document will be done within the JWG – baseline, contributions, review, discussion, etc.

· Handling the ballot process within the JWG is for further consideration.
