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In the Dublin JWG meeting, Lucent Technologies proposed a number of changes to Multi-Media Call Control to add a mechanism to report QoS level changes in MMCC, in the same way as can be done in DSC, and also to add a mechanism to request reporting of specific events, which was not possible beforehand.

These changes were proposed for Release-6.  It was identified that no new requirement was required, since they are already covered by existing requirements (TS 22.127 clause 13.2.1).  The changes proposed were in general accepted with little comment.

Documents N5-021012 and N5-021013 were presented by Musa at that meeting.

N5-021012 proposed the changes required to add the QoS level reporting mechanism to MMCC.  N5-021012 was re-edited at the Dublin meeting into a series of Change Requests as follows:

1.
N5-021113: a Rel-6 CR to add the QoS level reporting mechanism to TS 29.198-04-4.  This was approved.

2.
N5-021116: a Rel-5 CR to remove TpDataSessionQosClass from part 8 (DSC).  The intention was that it would be added to the common data types, and therefore made visible to the MMCC module.  This was approved.

3.
N5-021115: a Rel-5 CR to add TpDataSessionQosClass to part 2, to complete the operation of moving TpDataSessionQosClass to the common data types. This was not approved.  The meeting requested that the description of TpDataSessionQosClass be made more general, and an update to document N5-021141, for e-mail approval, was proposed.  

N5-021141 was not produced after the meeting.  Therefore I have created it now (in N5-030055) in order to complete these changes.  If the change proposed in N5-030055 is not accepted, the result of the previously agreed CRs will simply be the deletion of TpDataSessionQosClass from the specifications.  Since N5-021116 is a Rel-5 CR and has been accepted, N5-030055 must also be a Rel-5 CR.  

N5-021013 identified a further issue with event reporting in MMCC.  Unlike other SCFs, there is no mechanism in MMCC to request reporting of specific event types.  Previously only 2 events could be reported, but with the addition of a third in N5-021113, a mechanism to request a specific event is needed.

N5-021013 identified two alternative means to provide this mechanism: the meeting preferred the first alternative since it was the most simple and closest to the mechanism already existing in MPCC.  Document number N5-021140 was assigned to a Rel-6 Change Request to TS 29.198-04-4, which was to propse the first alternative.  This document was to be approved by e-mail, but was never produced. Therefore I have created it now (in N5-030056) in order to complete the QoS Reporting changes.

Both of the newly-created CRs carry Musa's name since he is the originator of the technical contents.
