Introduction

This contribution reports the results of action item number 2 from the overview “2Do list from Bangkok”, distributed by Chelo on Friday, February 14, on the JOINTAPIWORK e-mail exploder. Action item 2 was defined as:

2. Chelo, Musa and Adrian to monitor the work in SA2 on the architectural implications of the IP Session Function SA1 requirement

Background

In N5-030015, the draft report of the SA#18 plenary, there was a report that the CR for the IP Session Function requirement was agreed.  This was CR061 to 3G TS 22.127 (in package SP-020659), which provides detailed requirements as to the capabilities for an OSA application relating to IP Sessions.  However, it was identified that there may be architectural impact. SA2 were asked by the SA plenary to look into the implications and feasibility of implementation of this requirement at their next meeting and provide feedback to SA WG1 and the SA plenary.

Report

The current status is that Lucent Technologies presented a proposed update (S2-030162) in SA2 to the stage 2 specification 3G TS 23.127. This update was rejected by Ericsson. Subsequently an LS was generated from SA2 to SA1 (S2-030373) saying that it was felt that the IP Session requirement should be removed, as there was no 3GPP network element targeted.

At the last SA1 meeting in Seoul, Korea (7-11 April 2003) the original contributing company rebutted that LS, explaining that existing OSA SCFs don't all map to 3GPP elements and there is text in the SA1 stage 1 3G TS 22.127 explaining that this kind of mapping is not necessarily required. SA1 contribution S1-030404 is outlining this explanation. As a result, an SA1 LS is on its way to SA2 (S1-030405).

Impact on CN5

Discussions and conversations between SA1 and SA2 are still ongoing on this topic, requiring CN5 to await the outcome.
