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Introduction

As a result of actions agreed at the Bangkok meeting, a status report of the Access Independence and Presence work in CN1 was requested.  Since the Bangkok CN5 meeting there have been 2 meetings of CN1, what follows is a summary covering both meetings.

Access Independence

At the Bangkok meeting it was agreed that we should monitor the activities in CN1 in support of the Work Item for Access Independence should any changes to TS 23.218 need to be reflected into the OSA specifications.

Apart from a minor change in terminology (PCF to PDF) there has been no further work in CN1 on this Work Item.  SA2 is currently working on a TR for IMS Commonality and Interoperability as part of Release 6, until this work is further advanced in SA2 it is unlikely that further changes in respect of the CN specifications will be discussed in CN work groups.

Presence

A requirement of the Release 6 Presence work item is to produce a mapping document from the Presence set of APIs to SIP.  CN1 are currently in the process of defining the SIP signalling flows to support the presence requirements.  TR 24.841 has been created as a temporary holding document for all the CN1 changes to support Presence, the latest draft can be found in N1-030762 to this meeting.  In addition, an Open Issues list has also been created the latest version can be found in N1-030763 to this meeting.

While CN1 are making progress towards completion of this work item a lot still remains to be done not least of which are the changes to SIP.  CN1 have identified a number of dependencies on the IETF for the SIP enhancements, there are currently 8 draft documents being progressed within the IETF and until this work is completed CN1 cannot complete their work.
