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1. Introduction

Watchers subscribe to presence information via the PAM Event SCF interfaces. Currently, a subscription can be one time (i.e., removed after immediate notification) or kept until explicitly removed by the watcher. 

The contribution is a proposal to satisfy one of the current 3GPP Presence requirements in TS 22.141 V6.1.0

2. Proposal

Since this feature is common to all allowed event registrations, the proposal is to introduce a “valid until” parameter while registering for an event and deprecating the current one.

Method registerForEventExt()

Register a client application's interest in one or more events for a specified period of time.

Returns an ID returned by the service that uniquely identifies this registration for the event.

clientID : in TpPAMClientID

specifies the registration ID provided at registration.
eventList : in TpPAMEventInfoList

specifies the events of interest.

validFor : in TpPAMTimeInterval

specifies the interval in milliseconds until which the subscription is held and notifications provided. A time interval of 0 or negative values indicate a subscription that never expires until explicitly canceled.
authToken : in TpPAMCredential

Credential of the entity who wishes to do this operation.
