Dear Sir,

As you may know, the ETSI Board has agreed a proposal from Technical Committee SPAN and ETSI Project TIPHON that these two TBs should be combined to form a single TC.  The proposed Terms of Reference of the new TB are as defined in the Board contribution B43-14r1. The proposal has the unanimous support of SPAN and TIPHON members.  

The serving TC SPAN chairman, Mr Mike Briggs (BT Group plc.), and the serving EP TIPHON Chairman Mr Hans van der Veer (Lucent Technologies) have made it clear that their obligations within their own organizations and elsewhere within ETSI make it impossible for them to stand as candidates for the chairmanship of the new combined TC. Their mandates will end with the closure of both TBs on 22 September of 2003.

Candidatures for the chairmanship of the new combined SPAN/TIPHON Technical Committee (for which a name has not yet been agreed) are sought.  The nomination of chairman will take place at the kick-off meeting of the combined TC in Sophia Antipolis, 22-26 September 2003, according to the provisions of the Technical Working Procedures (clause 1.3.1).  (In the case of multiple candidates, if no consensus can be achieved a vote will be held at the meeting.)

Interested representatives of ETSI Members should submit their candidatures, including a statement of support from their employing organization, to the Director-General preferably before the end of August 2003.
