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Introduction

At the recent TISPAN kick off meeting in Sophia Antipolis, I presented the latest developments of the joint working group, particularly the ETSI OSA side of things.  Rather than re-iterating the official report from the ETSI secretariat, I have copied the relevant part of the report below for  information.

	Mr. R. Stretch presented the OSA Project status report as contained in TD44,

the work being progressed within the joint ETSI OSA/PARLAY/3GPP CN5 working group. He explained that in the past SPAN12 was responsible in TC SPAN on the deliverable production/endorsement for ETSI and wanted to know which TISPAN WG would now take care of this task. The meeting agreed with the proposal to assign this to WG1 while recognizing that the actual specification work is taking place in the Joint ETSI OSA/3GPP/Parlay (API) working group. About the TISPAN's responsibility on OSA

it is agreed that WG1 is now the TISPAN contact for the Joint group and basically rubber stamps/endorses the OSA specifications coming from this Joint (API) working group. Concerning OSA testing activities of STF 251 Mr. U. Mulligan (ETSI PTCC) said that this STF should be under the responsibility of TISPAN WG6 because the Joint OSA/PARLAY/3GPP does not deal with testing aspects. Mr. W. Lange was wondering why WG3 was not involved in this OSA activity because there are some protocol issues carried out in this project. Mr. R. Stretch indicated that the joint group was working together permanently and would not like to have this work split into different groups. Mr. A. Le Roux stressed on the need to keep OSA together with PARLAY and 3GPP with a single TISPAN WG responsibility and coordination point. . Mr. W. Lange thought that OSA could have more relationship to protocols but Mr. D. Knight argued that API was beyond the network control plane and so it impacted more the service capabilities than network control functions. Mr. A. Le Roux added that OSA APIs could also be seen as relaying network service capabilities to services and applications platforms above. Finally the meeting agreed with the current proposal to assign OSA responsibility to WG1. Mr. R. Stretch also mentioned some date changes for some WI’s to be reflected in the TISPAN Work programme database by TISPAN TO. It was confirmed that there was no problem with the STF 251 request (High priority) to continue under ETSI 2004 budget.
