Deprecation

Java source can evolve between one version and the next.  Three causes of evolution are identified:

· Through applying changes to the UML

· Through applying changes to the rulebook

· Through improving the Java production process

In order to maintain backward compatibility, the Java community applies the /** @deprecated */ tag.  Java source shall maintain backward compatible.  Changes between subsequent versions shall be indicated through applying the deprecated tag.
Deprecated Java source remains deprecated for as long as UML deprecation history is remained.
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
