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Introduction

Telcordia has had the pleasure to review the J2EE source found in the 29.198 series.  We have identified a number of inconsistencies between the agreed J2EE production rules as found in 29.198-01 and the J2EE java source itself.  Find in N5-040273 a list with inconsistencies.  Below, we have identified another apparent inconsistency.  

Issue

We found that example 9 in C.3.6.5 suggests that the prefix “P_” is not retained in J2EE code.  Rule C.4.2 defines this; however this rule is a J2SE rule.  We recommend that this apparent inconsistency is clarified.

Rule C.4.2 in combination with C.3.5.6

“The UML constants labelled with the prefix “P_” are represented in Java without this prefix. “
We found that this rule is not always applied; take for example the following two lines of code from “org.csapi.jr.ee.TpAddressScreening”.  It shows:

public static final int _P_ADDRESS_SCREENING_UNDEFINED = 0;

    public static final TpAddressScreening P_ADDRESS_SCREENING_UNDEFINED = new TpAddressScreening (_P_ADDRESS_SCREENING_UNDEFINED);

Notice that P_ was not removed from _ P_ADDRESS_SCREENING_UNDEFINED or P_ADDRESS_SCREENING_UNDEFINED.
