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Introduction

At the Atlanta JWG meeting I was requested to circulate information concerning the CN1 Presence work (see item 3 of the To Do List).  The following email was distributed to the JWG email exploder on 28th April:

CN1 Presence work, and requesting volunteers for the mapping.

Currently there are 2 presence related specs being worked on by CN1.  TR 24.841 "Presence service based on Session Initiation Protocol (SIP); Functional models, information flows and protocol details" (see Version 1.5.1 TD N1-040762 input to CN1 Zagreb meeting in May).  This TR is a temporary holding document for all the stage 3 presence related material under the responsibility of CN1. Providing there is consensus at the May CN1 meeting, the material in TR 24.841 will transferred into the appropriate TS specifications.  While some of the information has been identified for inclusion in TS 24.229 (SIP Profile) the bulk of the material will be transferred to a new specification TS 24.141 "Presence service using the IP Multimedia (IM) Core Network (CN) subsystem; Stage 3".  TS 24.141 does exist in the latest drafts directory of the 3GPP sever but for the time being it is just a skeleton. 

While CN1 have made good progress in completing the stage 3 work for presence there is still a long list of IETF presence dependencies (see 3GPP IETF dependencies web page for details)outstanding in addition to a CN1 open issues list (see N1-040616 from the March '04 CN1 meeting, this list is in the process of being updated and a revised list will be submitted to the May CN1 meeting).  Notwithstanding the incomplete status of the CN1 work, TR 24.841 has now reached a reasonably mature and almost stable state (my view) that it can be used by CN5 to start the work on the presence part of the OSA to SIP mapping document.  As mentioned at the last CN5 meeting there is currently no editor for this document so volunteers are requested.  << JH

Furthermore, if the supporters of the Presence Work Item (as listed in NP-030302) are not willing or able to provide the resources to complete the work then perhaps the API mapping should be deleted from the work item.
