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Introduction

TS 23.127 (OSA stage 2) has not been updated since 2002. This issue has been raised by SA2, currently the group responsible for this document. SA2 has contacted CN5 requesting the latter to take charge of this document.

An email discussion on the subject took place in the JWG email exploder, where all opinions expressed were favourable to this proposal. As a result, the JWG will take charge of TS 23.127.

This contribution aims to outline the changes necessary in TS 23.127 to bring OSA stage 2 up to date with OSA stage 3 for Rel6; for each one a proposal is made, that is presented for discussion intending to ease future contributions to make the necessary changes. Some necessary related administrative work is also discussed.

Changes to TS 23.127

1. Clause 1, Scope

The scope of the document is not OSE stage 2, but a superset of it. The document is the stage 2 of VHE, for which OSA is presented as a supporting mechanism. VHE is not a concept that is relevant in 3GPP specifications anymore.

Proposal: to remove all mentions to VHE and re-define the scope as the OSA stage 2.

2. Clause 2, References

There are references on VHE, on OSA, and on other VHE supporting mechanisms.

Proposal: to remove all references except OSA references. 

3. Clause 3.1, Definitions

There are definitions relevant to OSA as well as to other VHE related concepts.

Proposal: to remove all definitions that are not relevant to OSA.

4. Clause 3.2, Abbreviations

There are abbreviations relevant to OSA as well as to other VHE related concepts.

Proposal: to remove all abbreviations that are not relevant to OSA.

5. Clause 4, Virtual Home Environment

This clause presents an overview of VHE, and OSA as a VHE supporting mechanism.

Proposal: to remove this clause. 

6. Clause 5, Open Service Access

This clause presents an overview of OSA. It is all right except that it is clear it was written with only a CORBA realization of OSA in mind, instead of the three realizations we have today.

Proposal: to revise the text so it is not limited to CORBA realization.

7. Clause 5.1, Overview of the Open Service Access

This clause is fine except a few details:

· The introductory text on the Framework does not refer to the its use by the SCSs.

· The Framework is considered a SCF.

· There is a reference to CAMEL that may not be necessary without the VHE context.

Proposal: to correct the three points above.

8. Clause 5.3, Handling of end-user related security, and its sub-clauses 

This clause and it sub-clauses deals with the need for users to subscribe  to applications, in the context of the VHE. In some cases some functionality is labelled as “not supported in OSA release 5”.

Proposal: to delete this clause and its sub-clauses.

9. Clause 6, Framework service capability features

This clause summarizes the Framework functionality. It is fine except:

· The title implies the Framework is an SCF.

· The text is phrased with a VHE architecture in mind.

· Policy Management is described as part of the Framework functionality.

Proposal: to correct the three points above.

10. Clauses dealing with OSA SCFs  

These clauses summarize the functionality of all the OSA APIs. The text has not been updated since 2002.

Proposal: to revise the text and ensure that all Rel6 functionality is included – both for SCFs that already have a sub-clause, and for those that need a new one.

11. Clause 9, Parlay X Web Services 

This clause has been recently added.

Proposal: nothing at part of this up-to-dating exercise. Contributions are welcome, as usual, to keep this clause up-to-date in the future.

Administrative changes

Some administrative changes are necessary for CN5 to take over OSA stage 2 responsibilities. The CN5  Terms of Reference and the OSA WID need to be updated. This has been done, and provided as contributions to this meeting.

Timing

CN5 is bringing OSA stage 3 for Rel6 to CN#25 (September), as planned. Since the decision for CN5 to take over stage 2 responsibilities only happened after last plenary, with only one JWG in between, and this meeting very focused on the finalization of Rel6, CN5 requested from CN one more plenary to complete the update of the OSA stage 2. This was granted, and therefore stage 2 contributions are welcome with CN#26 as deadline.
