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Introduction

Since December 2003 the 29.198 release 5 parts have Java realization.  Specifically, they have a J2SE, a J2EE Remote and a J2EE Local version of the APIs attached.  Production rules, according to which the Java is realized, are included in 29.198 release 5 part 1.

Issue
It has come to our attention that the J2EE Java production process – applying the production rules such that J2EE Remote and a J2EE Local Java code is generated – is not in the hands of ETSI PTCC.  This is not a desirable situation.  In general, Telcordia would to see that the ETSI PTCC is capable of generating technology realization in 29.198.  Failure to put ETSI PTCC in charge of technology realization may impact specification quality and timeliness.
Recommendation

Telcordia ensure that the J2EE production tools are handed over to ETSI PTCC or that ETSI PTCC is capable of generating the J2EE according to the rules in 29.198 Part 1.  If the tools are to be handed over, Telcordia suggests that the JWG tracks J2EE production tools-hand over and that parties involved report their progress in this matter on a regular basis.  If the tools are to be produced by ETSI PTCC, Telcordia suggests that that the JWG tracks, and possibly assists, creating the J2EE generation tools.  Telcordia would like to see high quality and timely specifications and their technology realizations.
