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The JWG is currently delivering CRs to the OSA specifications every two 3GPP plenary meetings (every six months), instead of every plenary (i.e. every three months) as it is the usual 3GPP practice.

This was the result of a decision based on the alignment with Parlay commercial releases, and the argument that a new commercial release every three months may be perceived by the market as a sign of lack of stability in the specifications.

During the last JWG meeting some voices were raised in support of a change in this delivery schedule, and it was proposed to re-open this discussion and re-consider delivery every three months.

Several calls for email discussion on this have been issued since last meeting, as a result of which the following two arguments in favour of changing the delivery schedule to every plenary (i.e. every three months) were proposed (see email from Aepona on August 18th):

· It allows implementations to take into account and reflect the latest agreements on correctness and functionality within the APIs. 

· By limiting the number of CRs to plenary, the risk of overlapping CRs to a single plenary is reduced.
On the other side of the discussion there is the argument above (market perception of changes every three months) and the practical problem of the resources necessary to deliver new versions of the specifications twice as often as it is done now.
Proposal

This contribution proposes to wrap up this discussion and reach a final agreement on the subject of CR delivery schedule to 3GPP and ETSI.
