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Summary of the 3GPP side

In support of TD SP‑040629 – the LS from CN5 to SA announcing the availability of Parlay X Web Services specifications and proposing to SA to make OMA aware of this and discourage diverging specification work – several OSA interested companies presented a contribution to SA where the wish to encourage reuse and discourage diverging work was expressed in a way bolder than liaisons allow.

This company contribution was accompanied by a draft for a proposed LS from SA to some OMA groups. The draft LS summarized the 3GPP Rel6 Parlay Web Services specifications, presented a table mapping them to OMA work, and proposed a series of actions to different OMA groups, chose, based on the mapping table. The draft LS was then proposed to be sent to these groups, as well as to the OMA Technical Plenary (TP) in order to give the subject the broadest visibility.

After having presented SP‑040629 to CN the previous week, the CN Plenary had fully endorsed this initiative, and expressed it as support of this company contribution.

Other companies, not usually active in OSA, expressed their support to this initiative in the SA Plenary.

The proposal was unanimously agreed, and after some cosmetics became SP-040676, which was approved an immediately sent to the targeted OMA groups.

Summary of the OMA side

During the following OMA meeting (which consisted of three days of WG meetings and two of TP, so every group targeted in this activity was present), slots were requested in the agendas of all targeted groups, where both the SA LS and a set of slides summarizing the Parlay X Web Services work were presented. 

All groups discussed the subject for as long as there were questions, and some next steps, depending on the group, were agreed.

In general our work was received with interest, and there was a very broad support from member companies. From now on it is up to us to follow up these activities and ensure something is done. In order to give the groups the time necessary, the LS did not request a quick response, but a detailed one, and reminded them that there is no need to respond to SA until at least December (next SA meeting).

Recommendation

This was a very good start but it is now up to OSA interested companies to brief their delegations in the targeted groups to ensure that the requests in the LS are addressed, and that the groups prepare a useful response.
