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Introduction

This contribution summarizes the points discussed in last 3GPP CN Plenary meeting that are of interest to the JWG. Everything in this contribution is taken from the report, except paragraphs in italics, which are comments by the author of this contribution.

Highlights from last CN Plenary meeting

1) LS on transferring the OSA stage 2 (23.127) responsibility from SA2 to CN5 [N5-040525], [to CN for ACTION]
CN plenary endorses the CN5 agreements as stated in the LS with the following exceptions:

· Since CN5 is not taking responsibility for 23.127, it is up to SA and SA2 to decide to discontinue it.

· CN5 will send the recommended CRs as a LS to SA2.

2) LS on OMA and Web Services specifications (3GPP TS 29.199-series) [N5-040619], [CN copy only]

CN chair will highlight this issue at the SA plenary.

Note: this resulted in CN endorsing the proposal by several companies to send a LS from SA to OMA requesting review of the Parlay X specs and discouraging diverging work (see contribution 728).

3) Contributions (CRs, ToR,…)

All approved except the CRs to OSA stage 2.

Note: since the new OSA stage 2 (TS 23.198) does not exist yet, CRs are written for the existing one (TS 23.127); which is, and is proposed to remain, property of SA2, so CN cannot approve CRs to it, and instead (see above) proposed to send them to SA2, who (see contribution 716) did not approve them but sent them back to us.

4) LS OUT on the transfer of OSA stage 2, containing draft CR to SA2's TS 23.127 (NP-040439)

CN asking SA2 to take the OSA stage 2 CRs (see above).
