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At the meeting in Barcelona the delivery state of the Short Message API was discussed and found too poorly described in the 1.0.x specifications. This contribution is made to create a state model figure as well as defining better descriptions for a new state model for Parlay X 2.0 and later.
The descriptions of the existing states in the 1.0 model could if that is of interest be contributed to the Parlay X 1.0 specification as well.

The contribution need to be discussed and a decided upon according to the following questions:

1. The state model for 2.0 and later

2. The state definitions

3. Update of the Parlay X 1.0 state descriptions

Item 1 and 2 will become one Contribution and 3 will if decided become one separate contribution. Bea is happy to provide these two final contributions during the meeting.

Bea proposes the following state model for short messages base on the off-line discussions:
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The updated state descriptions should then be the following:

	Enumeration
	Description

	Delivered
	Successful Delivery to the destination

	DeliveryUncertain
	Delivery status unknown e.g. because it was handed off to another network. The message is sent and can have been delivered, but the system could not return a Delivered acknowledgment

	DeliveryImpossible
	Unsuccessful delivery; the message could not be delivered before it expired, or due to network error

	MessageWaiting
	The message has been delivered to the network but is still progressing or queued for delivery. This is a temporary state, pending transition to one of the preceding states.

	MessagePending
	The message has not been delivered to the network and is still progressing or queued for delivery, in the ParlayX gateway to the network. This is a temporary state, pending transition to one of the preceding states.

	DeliveryAckNotSupported
(or DeliveryDisabled)
	The message has not been sent to the network due to unsupported delivery acknowledgment of the message in the network


For Parlay X 1.0 the following states are valid and should be updated according to the table above.
· Delivered

· DeliveryUncertain

· Delivery Impossible

· MessageWaiting
