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Introduction

This contribution summarizes the points discussed in last 3GPP CN Plenary meeting that are of interest to the JWG. Everything in this contribution is taken from the report, except paragraphs in italics, which are comments by the author of this contribution.

Highlights from last CN Plenary meeting

1) LS on a high-level architecture and definition for Next Generation Network   [NGN_Framework_Part1_3GPPSA_0501], ATIS.

The Alliance for Telecommunications Industry Solutions (ATIS) submits a document for review and input into 3GPP’s work-programs relevant to Next Generation Networks; namely the 3GPP Technical Specifications Groups (TSG) Core Network (CN) and Services & System Aspects (SA) Working Group #1 (Services) and Working Group #2 (Architecture).  The document, referred to as the ATIS NGN Framework, represents the North American market’s requirements for NGN as approved by the ATIS Board of Directors and ATIS’ 270+ member companies. Mainly aimed at SA and their working groups in the definition of Stage1 and Stage2. 

The ATIS document has been submitted to this meeting, and Steve Mueller has volunteered to collect comments from the JWG.

2) Code availability

TTC had some concerns on the code being made available in a second phase of CR implementation. It was clarified that this will be made visible by a change in the last digit of the version of the specification. i.e. 6.x.1. The intention is still to provide all of the attachments to all of the documents as soon as possible. Also CN5 chair clarified that this is a temporary situation that will be resolved once the tools have been transferred to MCC.

3) OSA Rel6 completion

CN5 is granted an exception to complete the following by March 2005.

What is left is part of the informative contents of the stage 2. 

4) Disposition of CN5 input contributions

All OSA CRs were approved; the OSA stage 2 presented for information was noted.

5) Elections

CN5 have planned elections in January 2005. However the 3GPP leadership has agreed to postpone the WG elections until after the TSG elections in March. 

Reminder that the current chair will not re-apply, so a candidate for chair is needed. We also have a vacant vice-chair position.

6) 3GPP TSG CN and T work organization

The 3GPP PCG has agreed the creation of a TSG CT consisting of CN1, CN3, CN4, CN5, T2 and T3. A joint session took place between the TSGs CN and T aimed to to agree on the ToR of the new CT and on several details for the CN + T -> CT transition. As a result of this joint meeting:

· A ToR document (NP-040626) was endorsed. 

· A WG renaming was proposed (pending possible WG reorganization discussions in the future), by which CN5 would be renamed CT5.

· It was agreed to continue The TSG and WG meeting numbering in sequence even though the name is changed.

· It was agreed that documents in CT and its working groups will start with C (i.e, CP-050xxx, C2-050xxx), that the document numbering should continue according to existing WG practise, and that a new 3GPP FTP directory will be created for TSG_CT (the existing directories will be maintained as they are). 

· WG elections will be delayed until after the March TSGs, and the term of existing officials is extended until the group election after the March TSGs.

· the WGs are considered as old by default; this does not preclude further discussions on WG re-organisation in future TSGs. “New” would mean that the WGs follow those rules associated with the formation of a new group (Convenors appointed for the first 2 meetings, new officials elected on the 2nd meeting, voting lists reset, new ToRs required, etc.).

· The 1st meeting of the new CT will take place on Friday afternoon of the March TSG. The meeting will be numbered CT#27. Its scope will be proposed changes to the WG's ToRs and general WG re-organisation.
