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Summary report of TSG CN SS ad hoc

Meetings

The TSG SS ad hoc had the following meetings:

3 - 5 August 1999 in Bonn/Germany hosted by T-Mobil

28 - 30 September 1999 in Sophia Antipolis/France hosted by ETSI

2
Chairman Election

It was intended to elect the new chairman during the August meeting of TSG CN SS ad hoc. However no nominations were received at that time. In absence of candidates for the SS ad hoc chairman, Steffen Habermann (T-Mobil) volunteered to act as an interim chairman of this group.

3
Work Progress

3.1
Maintenance of Release 98 supplementary service specifications

In co-operation with TSG CN WG2 change requests against the Call Deflection Stage 2 specification (GSM 03.72) for Release 98 were agreed. These CRs were related to the "Inclusion of the SS notification procedure" for CAMEL Phase 2 and to the " Separation of success & failure cases for ORLCF".

For MSP Phase 1 (Release 98) a CR was agreed introducing several corrections in the specification.

3.2
ISUPv3 ISDN-PLMN signalling interface

Triggered by a LS from SPS1 forwarded from the TSG CN plenary meeting #4 to the TSG CN SS ad hoc a Change Request against GSM 09.14 (Release 98) was approved. This CR is presented for approval in TSG CN. Furthermore it is proposed to send this CR to SPAN1 (via SMG#30) as an input for the public enquiry of DEN/SPS-01047 (equivalent of GSM 09.14).

3.3
Multiple Subscriber Profile Phase 2

For Phase 2 of MSP the SS ad hoc have identified certain functions needed for CAMEL Phase 3 to fulfil the requirements of GSM 02.97 for an CAMEL based implementation. A list of those issues were forwarded to TSG CN WG2 for further handling. TSG SA WG1 accepted these enhancements for CAMEL Phase 3 in Release 99 with only one exception.

Therefore the work on MSP Phase 2 can be further progressed, it is assumed that the CR against 23.097, introducing MSP Phase 2, can be finalised until TSG CN #6. Further Change Requests against other supplementary service specifications related to the introduction of the CAMEL Phase 3 "Service Interaction Indicator II" are prepared and will be presented at TSG CN #6.

With regard to the limitation of the scope of CAMEL Phase 3, as proposed by TSG CN WG2, it needs to be highlighted that the support of a T-BCSM in the VMSC is a functionality needed for MSP Phase 2. The rapporteur of MSP Phase 2 have indicated that the work on this issue will be further progressed in order to have this capability available in Release 99.

3.4
Follow Me

Based on the service requirements of GSM 02.94 on Follow Me TSG CN SS ad hoc have progressed work on this new supplementary service. Follow Me allows an initiating subscriber to change follow me data of an remote subscriber so that subsequent calls will be directed from the remote subscriber to the initiating subscriber. This service is specifically developed for the usage by railway operators.

For the purpose of FM a "Follow Me Functional Node" is defined. This functional node resides either in a HLR, a gsmSCF or any other operator specific network node. Specific definitions for this functional node are given for the case that it is implemented in a HLR.

Control procedures needed for Follow Me will be implemented based on USSD.

TSG SS ad hoc presents the Follow Me Stage 2 in GSM 03.94 for information. It is proposed to raise it to version 1.0.0. However it is not clear whether this specification shall be considered as an 3GPP specification. TSG CN is asked to decide on this.

3.5
Pre-Paging

TSG CN SS ad hoc have approved a CR against the Call Forwarding Stage 2 specification (TS 23.082) to introduce network functions needed for CFNRc if pre-paging is used. The Pre-Paging Work Item is finalised from TSG CN SS ad hoc viewpoint.

3.6
USSD Enhancements

Based on several LS received from TSG T WG2 and TSG SA WG2 on USSD enhancements it was agreed to investigate the network functions needed for this. The requirements are given in the Stage 1 of USSD (GSM 02.90). Further progress can be expected in the short term.
