4 Input liaison statements: allocation to subgroups as appropriate

A provisional allocation to subgroups A and B was proposed by the Chairman (Tdoc A62). For the others: Tdoc B58, B64, B69, C37, B71 (related to B58), C38 (low priority) were allocated to N2B.

Tdoc B65, B70 were sent to N2 in copy and were simply noted. 

5
Work item management

Tdoc N2-99A65

The structure of specifications for the GLR and Super‑Charger were illustrated by the N2 Chairman, in relation to how the two additional nodes will affect Stage 2 and Stage 3. The document proposes (for the GLR) to draft a separate stage 2 spec, a CR to 23.012 and a separate stage 3 specification, showing the GLR behaviour. It is recalled that MAP will not be affected by the introduction of GLR.

For the Super Charger, the document proposes a separate stage 2 spec, a CR to 23.012 and a CR to 29.002 to show the additional MAP services and functionality needed.

The approach was found acceptable and it will be noted by N2B in the specification and description.

Tdoc N2-99A98

Proposal regarding the standardisation of CAMEL Phase 3, presented by Ericsson, with a brief introductory summary. Ericsson recommended to discuss the produced Liaison Statement, Tdoc N2-99D25.

Tdoc N2-99D25

Ericsson presented the LS to N, SA, N1 regarding the scope of CAMEL Phase 3. The LS proposes to split the objectives of R99, in such a way to include what is technically feasible within the agreed schedule for such release. Some listed items are still planned for Release 99, but their feasibility needs further check. The remaining ones have been moved to Release 2000. The Chairman stressed the fact that the division in categories has been driven by what is practically feasible.

NEC requested that items 1, 2, 4 of the list for Release 2000 should be restored to Release 99, since UMTS in Japan should give at least the same services of PDC. Hence, with these limitations, UMTS Release 99 will not be viable in Japan. NTT supported this position, indicating their availability to dedicate additional efforts. Nokia reminded the limited available time and meetings before finalisation of Release 99. Ericsson said that the requirement expressed by NEC could be met by implementation specific techniques, since most of the PDC services are circuit switched.

The N2A Chairman proposed a compromise solution, of including the items indicated by NEC in the list of features that might be included in Release ’99, If contributions are available for the N2A October meeting, this will increase the chances of a successful outcome. NTT supported the proposal.

Nokia proposed to add Location services to the “possible” list of features for Release ’99.

The meeting agreed to move items 1, 2, 4, 10 to the middle list.

The Chairman noted that the implementation of Optimal Routeing of basic mobile-to-mobile calls is not in the list. Given the lack of contributions, it would go to Release 2000, but it should be explicitly mentioned.

Revised to Tdoc D29, approved with no further discussion.

Tdoc N2-99B52

Presented by MCC. Action Point MCC: check internally who should take responsibility for the editing work mentioned in point 5 of the document.

Vodafone presented a response to the T-Mobil proposal (Visby) to split N2 in two working groups. The two alternatives have been compared from the point of view of resources (MCC Support, rooms, delegates) involved.

NTT Comware presented a summary of N2A’s working assumptions of notification to CSE of change of subscriber data (NCCSD), any time interrogation (ATI) and any time modification (ATM). 

Activation, deactivation, registration and erase are the working assumption. Topic 3.3 was not agreed. No interrogation of CAMEL phases data in VLR. Topic 3.4 is not agreed. Activation and deactivation should be on the TDP-level. The revision will be included in Tdoc N2-99C87.

Tdoc N2-99C87

NTT Comware presented the revised version of Tdoc N2-99B93. A lot of comments were raised. The meeting agreed that activation, deactivation and notification would be per CSI-level. The NCCSD flag is still an open issue. Activate and deactivate data will only be allowed in the HLR. The discussion of this document will continued by e-mail. The originator will revise it according to the discussion and send it out an email with Tdoc N2-99D19, next week.
Tdoc N2-99B94

Presented by NTT Comware. It needs to be updated according to the revision of B93. Since the information in this document will be presented in the draft specification, the document was just noted.

Tdoc N2-99B95

NTT Comware presented the CR. It needs to be updated according to the revision of Tdoc N2-99B93.The new document will be Tdoc N2-99C89. The concept of the specification was agreed. The revised document shall be sent to the SS ad-hoc group for information. 

This feature will be a part of release 99 and work with it will continue.

Tdoc N2-99C89

NTT Comware presented the document. Since the working assumption was not agreed yet, the document will be kept as it is with the changes that notification flag will be at CSI-level, not at DP-level. The document will not be incorporated in the draft specification yet. A new version of the document is expected at the next meeting.

The prepared LS in Tdoc N2-99C95 cover the answer and it will therefore be sent to S2. They also would like to know who is the contact person for the different work items. N2 has sent an LS to S2 about what the purpose of a contact person will be and a new LS that will remind them about the question will be prepared in Tdoc N2-99C97.
Tdoc N2-99D14
The LS from T2WG6 regarding terminal capability was presented and noted.

6.2 Combined mobility management

Tdoc N2-99C28

Presented by NTT Comware. Decisions about the issue were found premature since a Liaison Statement had been sent to S2 and N2 is still waiting for a response. Ericsson also submitted a contribution to S2 on this issue. It was agreed to contact the S2 Chairman, in order to verify whether a response to the Liaison Statement can reach N2 in time for this meeting. In the negative case, the issue will be discussed during the next N2B meeting.

Reopening discussion, it was agreed to proceed with C28 at the next N2B meeting.

Tdoc N2-99D20

LS on Combined MAP Operations received from S2. Several questions were raised, however Vodafone remarked that the radio protocols enabling combined mobility management are still far from being fully specified. Hence, S2 would not be too disappointed with a negative response on N2 side about Release ’99 feasibility. Vodafone acknowledged the work performed by NTT Comware, in particular, but recognised the substantial amount of work still to be done, before considering the problem of combined mobility management solved. 

The position of Vodafone was widely supported.The Chairman hence suggested to inform S2 of the achievement of a good progress in the area, to mention the parallel involvement of N1 (there might be an impact on access signalling, even if NTT DoCoMo does not think it is the case). In other works, as Vodafone remarked that N2 is not confident that the work on combined mobility management is confined to N2: hence a Liaison Statement should be forwarded to N1 consideration as well.

A LS will be drafted by Vodafone to S2 and L1 concerning: achieved progress, considerable work to be performed, no confidence of work limitation to N2, no guarantee that the Work item can be finalised by December 1999.

6.3
GPRS

Tdoc N2-99C43

LS from S2 on addition of APN parameter in Network-requested PDP context activation procedure, presented by NTT DoCoMo. The attached CR was analysed in detail with the objective of finding out whether there was some impact on 09.60.

Changes to Release 97 were not found acceptable; changes to Release 98 should be taken into the CN plenary. However, during the discussion of C48, it came evident that N1 had already agreed to freeze GPRS for Release 97 and Release 98.  

NTT DoCoMo volunteered to draft a Liaison Statement indicating the view that N2 does not agree with CRs to Release ’97 and that for Release 98 the situation is not totally clear. For Release 99 Changes are possible.

Tdoc N2-99B69

LS on handling of 03.60 received by S2. S2 proposes to keep responsibility of 23.060 and N2 agreed. Document noted.

Tdoc N2-99B74

Presented by Lucent, proposing that the DATA SAP and its primitives be standardised as described in the document body. Ericsson requested to have a deeper study on the involved parameters. 

Tdoc N2-99B75

Presented by Lucent that recommended that N2B consider the CONTROL SAP and a DATA SAP for standardisation. Principles were accepted but further contributions were requested to Lucent.

Tdoc N2-99B76

Presented by Lucent Technologies. The proposal of the document might collide with a CR (011) to 29.060, discussed and agreed in Stockholm. Should Lucent proposal be found acceptable, it might be necessary to re-discuss the CR in Tdoc A04. Lucent clarified that their proposal is for a variable length GTP header, for Release 99 and the floor was asked to take a position on this basic assumption. Motorola and Nortel Network agreed, Ericsson preferred to better investigate the issue. A decision, based on e-mail discussion, was urged by the N2B Chairman for the N2B meeting in October.

Tdoc N2-99B85

Presented by Ericsson. First draft of CR 29.060-012 on an evolved and new GTP version for Release'99. There was a discussion about the removal of reliable GTP links and concern was raised that this might exclude X.25. The contributor of the Change Request was asked to include all the received comments in a revision of the CR.
Tdoc N2-99B89

CR 29.060-013 on Addition of APN parameter to PDU Notification Request was presented by NTT DoCoMo. Vodafone suggested changes to the additional sentence of 7.9.23 and also proposed to move it at the beginning of the section. Clarifications about the meaning of the changes to the first part of the CR were then requested by Vodafone. For the sentence added in the previous section, the modified text reads: The access point name information element identifies the access point of the packet data network that wishes to connect to the MS.

The revised CR is in Tdoc C74, agreed with no further discussion and submitted to the N2 plenary.

6.5 Multicall

Tdoc N2-99B41

CR 23.018-003r1 on Addition of the description for Multicall was presented by NTT Commware. The revision was prepared with the support of Vodafone. However, Vodafone observed that other areas of 23.018 might be affected by Multicall and that a single Change Request was desirable. NTT Commware were than requested to investigate these additional areas.

Vodafone regretted that clear guidance on service requirements is lacking from S1 (Stage 1 document not yet stable, according to Vodafone). This lack of guidance should be raised during the CN plenary.

For the time being the document was noted (and no concern was raised on the submitted modifications).

Tdoc N2-99B54

Liaison Statement on multicall and enhancement of call barring services. Nokia presented it. The document clearly expresses the requirement of enhancing Call Barring Services in harmony with the enhancement of 3GPP services. Vodafone believes that the solution to the problem depends on a much more specific definition of the service requirements from S1, although N1 went in the direction of selecting Call Barring as a way to face the problem of limiting the maximum number of multiple calls per subscriber. A solution could be based on the subscription profile, or customers might prefer more flexibility, e.g. on a per call basis.

A Liaison Statement back to N1 seemed appropriate and Vodafone agreed to draft it provided that Vodafone views are shared by the floor.

6.7 Out-of-band transcoder control

Tdoc N2-99C35

Response to the N2 Request to Maintain Codec Type and configuration. Outcome of the discussion: N2  are still waiting for S2 results on the first issue; second, the Organization identifier will be ETSI; third, S4 should follow the issue of compatibility between Codec types; fourth, codec list should be maintained by S4 (it is at their discretion whether to set up a new specification or adapt an existing one). The Response LS (D00) will be drafted by Ericsson.

Tdoc N2-99C36

LS on Tandem Free Operation, Transcoder Free Operation, DTMF Signalling, received from S4. Noted.

Tdic N2-99C84

Presented by NEC. On the basis of some brief comments, the document was noted.

6.8
Pre-paging

Tdoc N2-99B42

CR 23.018-002r3 on Addition of the description for Pre-Paging was presented by Vodafone. Based on the decisions taken in the N2B meeting in Stockholm. Changes were described in detail. A comment to Fig. 54g was raised by Alcatel and it will be clarified off line with Vodafone.

Agreed, on condition that this issue is resolved. To be ratified in plenary.

Tdoc N2-99B57

CR 29.002-027r2 on Addition of the information elements and the ASN.1 definitions for Pre-paging was briefly presented by NTC. The CR was agreed. To be ratified in plenary.

Tdoc N2-99C94

Presented by Vodafone, who concentrated on the deltas in respect to the previous version. The CR was agreed.

6.9 Security issues (Authentication, encryption, ...)

Tdoc N2-99B47

LS to TSG N WG2 regarding changes to GSM 09.02 to clarify triplet re-use conditions was presented by Vodafone. The use of instance instead of case in the changed parts was found to be rather misleading. 

Vodafone proposed some changes and additions to the second changed paragraph in sect. 3.3.7 of the CR, with the purpose of getting an exhaustive coverage of the cases described in the CR.

Vodafone volunteered to draft the LS (Tdoc C86).

Tdoc N2-99B66

Answer to the liaison on Enhanced User Identity Confidentiality, from S2. Sent to N2 in copy, it was noted.

Tdoc N2-99B67

Answer to the liaison on Evolution to UMTS and R99 Security Features. Sent for information to N2. Noted.
Tdoc N2-99B68

Answer to the liaison on the time constraints on the execution of cryptographic algorithms from S3. No action to be performed by N2. Noted.
Tdoc N2-99B72

LS on Security interoperation between UMTS and GSM, received from S3. Good news: authentication vectors are not be used in the order they were produced. This helps operations in Super-Charger networks.

Nortel Networks will include material from the LS for the Stage 2 requirements on Super-Charger. 

The meeting also agreed to the option that the old VLR sends only a subset of the authentication triplets.

Tdoc N2-99C03

The Tdoc (CR 29.002-045) was discussed on Thursday morning, upon Ericsson request, although Siemens indicated that the CR is a first draft, for information. This will allow time to re-consider it in time for the N2B meeting in Eton. Siemens illustrated the proposed changes. The CR was noted.

6.10

Signalling reduction techniques

Tdoc N2-99
6.10.1 The Gateway Location Register

In agreement to previous decision, the concept was stressed again that the GLR introduction should not affect HLR and VLR behaviour so MAP should not be changed. This means no Change Requests to 29.002 and 23.012. On this issue, Vodafone recalled, more precisely, that when the feasibility report was issued, no impact was identified. However, situations of HLR restart might influence the behaviour of the VLR in UMTS networks with GLR. 

The Chairman summarised the discussion in the following working assumption: a change in the functional behaviour of the VLR, in relation to a change in the HLR behaviour, is acceptable. This assumption was not accepted by Nokia, Alcatel, Ericsson and, eventually, it was also rejected by the meeting. In practical terms, this means that VLR related CRs to 23.012, consequent to the introduction of GLR, will not be acceptable.

Tdoc N2-99B88

NTT DoCoMo presented GLR stage 2 specification v.0.0.2. Changes in respect to Stage 1 were illustrated in detail. Some changes were proposed by Vodafone and accepted. At the end of the discussion, it was agreed to consider the document for information. Further comments can be sent directly to NTT DoCoMo.
Tdoc N2-99B90

Fujitsu presented the document titled The HLR restoration procedure involving the GLR. Vodafone commented that the analysis performed was excellent, in particular in respect to the signalling gained through acceptance of modifications to the VLR. The delegations who opposed to this principles were then requested to express their opinion on the document. While Ericsson preferred to check internally, Nokia sticked to the original meeting position of no changes to the VLR.

The proposals in the document were accepted, with the exception of use of Tool 1 and Tool 2 in combination. Vodafone noted that Tool 1 as a standalone option was accepted, since there is no impact on VLR. It was however remarked that Tool 1 requires that the HLR ID list be implemented in the VLR.

Tdoc N2-99C29

Draft GLR stage3 specification was presented by NTT Communicationware. Vodafone expressed favour for splitting the document in two parts, one reflecting the impact on MAP protocol and the other dedicated to GTP issues. NTT Commware agreed to remain Editor of the two parts.

Vodafone observed that there is a certain amount of references to 29.002 that might be saved, indicating clearly in the beginning that this document is a Delta document and everything is not explicitly specified here can be found in 29.002.

The document was regarded for information but the editor has enough material to proceed with the work.

The Supercharger

Tdoc N2-99A66

Nortel Networks went through the changes to Super-Charger Technical Realisation; Stage 2. Comments were raised about the naming of the involved procedures, so to facilitate the identification of the network entity where a procedure runs. It was also suggested to define in the document the meaning of terms probably not defined in GSM 01.04. The front page should also be adapted to reflect the nature (Technical Specification) of the document.

The document was noted, and the feedbacks received will be introduced in the next version of the Specification.

Tdoc N2-99A67

CR 23.018-004 on Introduction of the Super-Charger Concept in TS 23.018 was presented by Nortel. It was agreed to revise it by the next meeting.

Tdoc N2-99A68

Nortel presented CR 29.002-033r1 on Introduction of the Super-Charger Concept in TS 29.002. Check about the Absent Subscriber case were requested by Vodafone.

The amount of the comments raised in the discussion phase suggested to produce a revision of the CR for the next meeting.

Tdoc N2-99B05

The CR was approved by N2B. It is on hold and will be brought forward together with all the Change Requests related to Super Charger to the N2 Phoenix meeting.

Tdoc N2-99B06
CR 23.008-003r1 on Introduction of the Super-Charger Concept in TS 23.008 was presented by Nortel. The CR was approved and will be brought forward together with all the Change Requests related to Super Charger to the N2 Phoenix meeting.

Tdoc N2-99C96

Presented by Ericsson on the issue of TMSI Reallocation within Super Charged networks. Vodafone suggested to contact N1 about possible impacts on their working area. Ericsson clarified that the feature is assumed to be mandatory, otherwise the P-TMSI timers will go out of range. Consequently, Alcatel and Nortel declared that they need to consider it at home. In response to a concern raised by Vodafone on changes to existing terminals, Ericsson clarified that in their opinion Super Charger is a UMTS feature, although some delegates are convinced of the Super Charger applicability to GSM networks.

An e-mail discussion will follow with a cut off date on October 10th.

Tdoc N2-99C98

Ericsson presented the document on the issue of SMS within super charged networks. Nortel noted that outcomes of the proposal will not only influence 29.002 but also, at a smaller extent, 23.040, where the code points for diagnostics are defined. Ercisson, furthermore, clarified that it is not the intention of changing the functionality of the Short Message Service Centre. 

The proposal was agreed and CRs reflecting the proposal were encouraged.

6.11.2 Subsystem numbers

Liaison Statement to CN WG2 on the allocation of an SSN for RNSAP, received from S3. Noted. The CR contained in Tdoc N2-99C23 addressed the issues mentioned in the Liaison Statement.

Presented by NEC. MCC clarified that the reference version will be 3.1.3, because of subsequent corrections to CR implementations. The CR was agreed. To be ratified in plenary.

6.11.3 Lower Layer Protocols

CR 29.002-032r1 on Introduction of White Book SCCP in MAP was presented by Nortel Networks. Based on the discussion of Stockholm. GMT to be replaced with UTC. In sect. 6.1 it was agreed to slightly change wording, highlighting control of GSM and UMTS network operators, not of GSM specifications. The requirement of fallback mechanisms was stressed, although Vodafone believes that it not necessary to over-specify them, in the limit, to describe it with an example, not with a normative text. Alcatel’s position on this issue was however stronger.

Ericsson did not support the idea of linking the Application Contexts to SCCP version (Vodafone and Nokia agreed).

It was agreed to continue the discussion offline, in the perspective of an agreement for October.

The document was discussed again on Wednesday afternoon. Alcatel (supported by Ericsson) proposed to liaise with SPAN 1, regarding usage of SCCP after the cutover date. LS will be drafted by Alcatel, who will also presented next meeting in ETSI. Tdoc number for the LS is D18.

It was not possible to take a decision on the issue of standardising a drop back scenario (Ericsson, Alcatel, FT in favour of this) at the application level. The decision must be taken at the next N2B meeting, otherwise the issue must be postponed for Release 2000. Contributions by e-mail must be forwarded by October 10th.

Another comment: whether the residual bit error ratio value can drive possible actions on the network side. The N2B Chairman volunteered in drafting a response LS (Tdoc D10).
