Overall Description

CN1 thanks T1 for their LS on Clarification of optional TMSI Status IE in Attach Request and Routing Area Update Request Messages.

CN1 has discussed the issue raised by T1 and agreed that there is no need to explicitly define a case for the situation where the UE has a valid TMSI. The essential requirement is to include the TMSI status if no valid TMSI is available, but 24.008 does not define the use of the TMSI status IE when the UE has a valid TMSI. In the case that the UE has a valid TMSI it can either include the TMSI Status IE or omit it. Therefore the usage of the optional TMSI Status IE in the case raised by T1 is in line with the proposed Option 2 suggested in the T1 LS, that is:

Option 2. 
In case of a valid TMSI, the UE shall either omit the TMSI Status IE or set it to value “valid TMSI available”. 
CN1 is also of the opinion that there is no need to modify the core specifications
