1. Executive summary

Additionally to CT1 number 39 in London some CT1 delegates participated a joint session with TISPAN and SA2 to discuss IMS use over fixed broadband access. And since we were travelling to Sophia Antipolis in July together with SA2 IMS experts, we spent one more day to discuss the CSI also.

CT1 had two Rel-6 extensions for this plenary period in PS handover and the addition of CP protocol for IMS management object. CRs to complete both items are provided for approval to this CT plenary meeting. Altogether there are 86 CRs for approval on Releases 5, 6 and 7. 

The CT1 meeting report is provided for information to this meeting by the CT1 MCC expert Andrijana Jurisic in CP-050348. 

New WG officials were elected in the last CT1 meeting. Atle Monrad from Ericsson was elected by acclamations the new CT1 chairman and Pierre-Jean Muller from NEC and Georg Mayer from Nokia were elected vice chairs in a sequence of ballots among five candidates.

Information to be noted

1.1 Meeting schedule for 2005 and 2006

CT1 delegates have been invited by SA1 to participate the review of the network selection requirements TR 22.811 on the 11th and 12th of October. As the workload on some Rel-7 work items is increasing, it has been proposed to use the remaining days of that week to work on FBI, CSI and VCC.

With the exception of this extra meeting CT1 will follow the joint CT WG meeting calendar.

One whole day in the last CT1 meeting was run in two parallel sessions, with IMS and cellular protocols being the main denominators for the two tracks of the meeting. Despite this arrangement, we had full meeting days for the whole week, but this time we did not need any evening or night sessions.

1.2 Liaison statements for information

None of the liaison statements from CT1 #39 are addressed to CT plenary, so the LSs in CP-050349 are provided for information. 

1.3 3GPP work plan status

CT1 tasks on the 3GPP work plan version dated on the 23rd of June 2005 were reviewed during the meeting. As CT1 is completing the last remaining Rel-6 work items that had extended time, only the Rel-7 version was reviewed. The CT1 comments were collected to revised version of the work plan that was passed to MCC to be taken into account in the next versions of the work plan. CT1 applied the frozen release CR criteria to Rel-6 CRs in the latest meeting.

IETF dependencies across the whole CT are already listed in a separate document that is maintained by the CT chairman. 

New Specifications

1.4 Specifications for information

FBI related TR 24.819 was seen more than 50% complete and it’s provided to the plenary for information in CP-050353.

1.5 Specifications for approval

There are no new specifications for approval this time.

Issues for action/decision by CT plenary

1.6 Liaison statements to TSG CT plenary

None of the outgoing LSs are addressed to CT plenary, so the LSs in CP-050349 are for information for the plenary.

1.7 Critical CRs

The CRs in CP-050363 solve the PS HO related extension from CT plenary #28.

The CRs in CP-050360 solve the CP related extension from CT plenary #28.

The prioritisation flag CR in CP-050362 was technically reviewed by CT1 against assumed requirement of single-level prioritisation of RRC connection, but some delegations had concerns on the stage 1. This CR also depends on the corresponding RAN CRs on the same prioritisation scheme.

The CR in CP-050369 on subscriber certificates and key handling depends on the approval of the corresponding SA3 stage 2 CR S3-050479 in SA plenary. The same CR also depends on CT4 CR 29.109 CR #19 (C4-051082 or later revision). CT1 asks for conditional approval of the CR.

Documents for approval 

1.8 R98 and older work items

There are no GSM phase 2+ CRs for approval this time.

1.9 R99 work items

There are no R99 CRs for approval this time. 

1.10 Release 4 work items

There are no Rel-4 CRs for approval this time.

Release 5 work items

1.10.1 Provisioning of IP-based multimedia services (IMS-CCR)

The 24.229 CRs in CP-050355 are related with registration procedures and charging. The same CR pack contains also an IMS correction to the 24.008 TFT handling.

1.10.2 TEI-5

The only change under TEI-5 this time is a handover correction on 23.009 in CP-050354.

Release 6 work items

1.10.3 Presence

The presence CRs in CP-050357 are XCAP and presence data model corrections.

1.10.4 MBMS

The MBMS CRs in CP-050356 contain corrections to ROHC, timer T3390 handling, MBMS procedures cleanup and correction to the use of RRC connection establishment cause mapping.

1.10.5 IMS Phase 2

IMS2 CRs have been split in two CR packs. The majority of them are in CP-050359 containing corrections to SigComp, IMS management object, AS procedures and IETF references. The standalone CR in CP-050360 is a category B CR to add Client Provisioning (CP). This is one of the two Rel-6 extension items in CT1.

1.10.6 WLAN interworking stage 3

There is just a single change represented in two CRs in CP-050358 to allow multiple IPSec security associations with a single IKE_security association. The 24.229 CR in this CR pack needs a mirror CR and that is provided as a company contribution directly to the plenary in document CP-050346.

1.10.7 Subscriber Certificates (Security)

The two CRs in CP-050364 correct the PSK-TLS syntax and the NAF specific key derivation.

1.10.8 PS handover

CT1 had Rel-6 extension for PS HO work. The related CRs are now agreed in CT1 and these are provided for approval in CP-050363.

1.10.9 TEI-6

CP-050361 contains the majority of TEI-6 CRs. These align the 24.007 short header format handling with the real life use of it, makes the use of A/Gb mode consistent throughout 24.008, clarify the role of anchor MSC in VGCS, discontinue the possibility to use A5/2 and correct the USIM based ciphering on dedicated channels for VGCS.

The priority call establishment CR in CP-050362 was technically reviewed in CT1 against assumed requirement of single-level prioritisation of RRC connection. This CR depends on the corresponding RAN CRs and cannot be approved without the approval of the whole package.

Release 7 work items

1.10.10 Enhancements of VGCS in public networks for communication of public authority officials

Document CP-050365 contains EGCS related CRs. These add the new features in talker priority, EFR codec  and SMS capability, inform the talker about the subsequent talker as well as make one correction to the uplink transmission management.

1.10.11 System enhancements for fixed broadband access to IMS

There is just a single CR for approval in document CP-050368. This CR adds the privacy and trust domain rules for the newly added history info header. The FBI work did proceed much further in the latest CT1 meeting, but most of the agreed changes are still documented in TR 24.819 and therefore only one CR is provided for approval to this meeting.

1.10.12 IMS stage 3 protocol alignment

The CRs against this work item are in document CP-050367 and they clarify the use of various SIP headers and the use of the terms operator’s network and trust domain. The use of History-Info header is added and the interoperability with terminals that do not support preconditions is improved.

1.10.13 Stage 3 Specification of Combining CS and IMS services & Capability Detection and Exchange mechanism

There are no CRs for approval yet, but the work is ongoing and CT1  is collecting the agreed material intended for the technical specifications to a CSI TR

1.10.14 GBA-SSC

For some reason this work item acronym is not listed in the Rel-7 work plan even though SA3 are using it. CT1 did not want to create their own work item, but used the SA3 WI code, assuming that one exists. The CR in CP-050369 on subscriber certificates and key handling depends on the approval of the corresponding SA3 stage 2 CR S3-050479 in SA plenary, also under the same work item. The CT1 CR also depends on CT4 CR 29.109 CR #19 (C4-051082 or later revision) so CT1 asks for conditional approval of their CR.

1.10.15 T-GSM 810

CR in CP-050370 adds the new GSM frequency band to the MS CM and MS RAC as requested by GERAN.

1.10.16 TEI-7

The various protocol enhancements under TEI have been collected to document CP-050366. These deal with the protocol timers, L2 pseudo length, emergency categories, EHPLMN list handling by the UE and SGSN behaviour in VLR reset situation.

1.10.17 IMS applications – missing features

This work item was proposed already in CN #27 and in CT28. Now the scope of the WID has been clarified and there are more supporting companies than before. The main goal of the WI is still to continue in Rel-7 those parts of the IMS work that were included in the Rel-6 stage 1 requirements but could not be completed in Rel-6 time frame in stage 3 level. The WID is provided for approval in CP-050351.

1.10.18 Private Network Access from WLAN 3GPP IP Access

This is a new CT-wide (CT1, CT3 and CT4) stage 3 work item with objective to provide a mechanism to perform authentication between the WLAN UE and an AAA server located in an external Packet Data Network (PDN). The parent Feature level work item will be sent to SA-29 for approval. The WID is provided for approval in CP-050350.

1.10.19 Voice Call Continuity

This is a new CT-wide (CT1, CT3 and CT4) work item with objective to implements the necessary enhancements to 3GPP systems so that a voice call can be offered seamlessly between the CS Domain and the I-WLAN interworking within IMS architecture control. The WID is provided for approval in CP-050352.
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
