A joint CT – RAN meeting took place Thursday 22nd in the evening, chaired by Francois Courau and Hannu Hietalahti, chairmen of TSG RAN and TSG CT. The meeting started at 18:00 and closed at 19:30.

Phil Brown (RAN WG5 chairman) presented this document. The LS informs of the following:

· -
On the issue of delay in product development due to the time it takes to create the conformance test, RAN WG5 acknowledges that it was the case when the current process of TTCN development, verification and implementation was started, but today it is much streamlined.

· -
On IOP testing, some RAN WG5 participants doubted that it would reduce the time lag between specification and placement of the product in the market, it can be as time consuming as conformance testing and it should be considered, if any, complementary to it.

· -
Consideration of the complete IOT process, and not only of the production of the specifications, must be made before taking a decision in 3GPP.

RP-050611
Development of IOT Specifications for  IMS applications in 3GPP (Ericsson)

Atle Monrad (Ericsson) presented this document

Ericsson proposes that 3GPP CT should have the responsibility of producing IOT specifications, and that this new work should start with the production of IOT specifications for IMS Combinational Services. Ericsson proposes that the interoperability test events can be organized by ETSI plugtest.

RP-050618
IOT discussion in 3GPP (RIM)

Gordon Young (RIM) presented this document

This document presents a number of conditions required if 3GPP decides to engage in the IOT business

Hannu Pirilla (Nokia) highlighted that the difference between these two proposals is in the test equipment and processes needed; for Ericsson 3GPP should only produce the IOT test specs, according to RIM proposal, the whole IOT process needs to be considered by 3GPP. 

For RIM, the group responsible for the running of the testfest should be the group responsible for writing the test plan and test specification. RIM identified that it has no preference for whom should run the testfest and write the test plans, just that it should be the same group, either inside or outside of 3GPP. Gordon further explained that an IOT implementation where the whole process is not well controlled will be of little use for operators.

Gordon further observed that in order to get good quality IOT specifications, then those developing the test plan and test cases should be familiar with the tools and setups that will be used for the actual tests.

Niels Andersen (Qualcomm) observed that both proposals are coincident in what concerns the small group of applications that might be specified in 3GPP (normally applications are produced in OMA or elsewhere). 

To RIM, for these 3GPP applications the test requirements as a minimum should be covered in 3GPP, but Ericsson is only proposing to write IOT the test plans for such applications. Jan Ellsberg (Ericsson) clarified that the rationale behind Ericsson's proposal is to cover the existing void??? for IOT testing of applications developed by 3GPP, since IOT for OMA applications is covered there.

Georg Mayer (Nokia) explained that an important characteristic of the GSM-A IOTs is that the tests need not be based on specifications but on certain implementations of these and the feature set that is supported by these implementations. The IOT is only based on the parts that the companies intend to implement. Georg also observed that for Nokia, features like Combinational Services is not a user application but rather an enabler to support for user applications.

Noting that RAN WG5 is now producing conformance tests at a good pace, Hannu Pirilla questioned what is the purpose of engaging on a different test method to improve the time to market. Hannu noted that the proposal from Ericsson is only for the IOT test specs, which is only a fraction of the whole IOT effort. The proposed new process is not necessarily going to be quicker. Samsung and NEC shared these concerns from Nokia

Iain Sharp (Nortel) noted that since the discussion will most likely continue next week in SA, regardless of the eventual agreement that could be reached here; there is little point in this debate here with CT and RAN. The chairmen reminded that the affected groups are CT and RAN WG5, hence the decisions should be taken by CT and RAN. However nothing stops companies to raise contributions on this next week. Steve Hayes (TSG SA chairman) shared this view.

Considering the LS in RP-050613, Niels Andersen noted that the IOT being performed by GSMA IREG is limited to core aspects, not applications. On this, Georg agreed that so far IREG has created IOT test specs for core integration, but nothing stops that group from creating the IOT specs for applications if they believe they are needed and missing.

Adrian Neal (Vodafone) observed that operators are always going to have to perform the IOT for their end to end implementations, and questioned the usefulness of having an IOT phase prior to that.

Steve Mecrow (O2) noted that before getting in to the definition of these specs 3GPP should have very clear that there is a real need for these specifications, and who is actually going to use them. To Steve, this is not clear at this point

Prem Sood (Sharp) reminded that IOT initiatives very often start with big expectations of testing comprehensively a system and end up being such a burden for manufacturers that are eventually discarded.

A show of hands took place asking if companies supported the development of IOT for CSI within 3GPP as proposed in by Ericsson in RP-050629. The results gave a show majority of companies against, but with a short margin.

The chairman of SA confirmed that the issue will be handled again in its meeting, early in the week with the presentation of the various LSs.

Niels Andersen (Qualcomm) asked if it could be concluded that the traditional conformance testing based on TTCN is not sufficient for the requirement of short time to market for the IMS. Gordon clarified that RAN WG5 had reported that any IOT activity should be complementary to the conformance testing done by RAN WG5, with TTCN.

Steven Hayes asked if companies agreed that the creation of the IOT specifications, if agreed, would take place in a new CT WG1 subgroup. RIM and Nokia objected such agreement, a separate group with testing experts should be created. It is not clear if under CT, since GERAN could also be affected. Motorola and Nortel objected discussing what group would be in charge of producing the specifications before even agreeing that to produce them.

It was also highlighted that before deciding on the creation of a dedicated group in TSG CT, consequences on the overall testing organization should be considered. Currently TSG RAN WG5 is defining conformance tests for the CT domains. Additionally, the groups in charge of the core specifications are responsible to identify the need for tests. This has been recently introduced in the Terms of Reference for the different Working Groups of TSG RAN and it is not the case currently in TSG CT.
