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1 EXecutive summary

The following meeting, hosted by ETSI, has taken place since the last TSG CT plenary:

During CT3#40, a joint session with CT4 on the introduction of SIP-I in the core network was organised.

· Good progress on Policy and Charging Control (PCC) although we are still waiting for certain stage 2 parts.

· Good progress on the study item on bandwidth saving in the core network (Nb interface).

· Good progress on the work item on IMS - CS multimedia interworking.
· Technical work on the WIs for introducing Diameter on the Gi and Wi interfaces was finally kicked off after a considerable delay.
· Endorsement of the new study item on introducing SIP-I in the core network. It is expected that certain issues and interworking scenario(s) will have to be dealt with by CT3.
1.5 Technical summary

1.5.1 Earlier releases

No CRs on Rel-4 or earlier releases were agreed (or proposed) this time. 

One CR to Rel-5 (with mirrors) was agreed. Related to SCUDIF.
4 CRs to Rel-6 (with mirrors) were agreed. They were related to  IMS-CS interworking, Service Based Local Policy, I-WLAN and MBMS.

1.5.2 Rel-7 work items

· Protocol impact from providing IMS services via fixed broadband [FBI]

3 CRs on FBI were agreed related to IMS-CS interworking.
· Policy and Charging Control [PCC]
The technical work on Policy and Charging Control (PCC) progressed well. Several contributions proposing text for the new specifications, TS29.212 and TS29.213 were agreed after an evening drafting session.  Certain parts of the stage 2 specification are still missing.
· Multimedia interworking between IMS and CS networks [MIW-IMS]
6 contributions with quite extensive text to TR29.863 were agreed after considerable discussion and an evening drafting session. The WID was revised and new date for the approval of normative specification (TS29.163) was set to March 2007.
· Introduction of Diameter on the Gi and Wi interfaces [DiamGi], [DiamWi]

The work on these two WIs was finally kicked off and good progress was made. The WIDs were revised to introduce the new rapporteur, from Vodafone, and include supporting companies.
· Bandwidth saving at Nb interface with IP transport [BSNbIP]
Several input documents were presented. After discussion in a drafting group the first version of TR29.814 was agreed.
