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Introduction

The selection of the High Speed Protocol (HSP) for the UICC-Terminal interface from Release 7 has been going on for some time now both in ETSI and 3GPP without consensus. During the ETSI SCP#28 meeting held 20 November 2006, a vote took place to make a final decision. The outcome of that vote was that a single solution was selected against 2 other candidate solutions. The question is now for 3GPP to make a decision on this HSP.

Discussion

3GPP have a long story of adopting technologies from ETSI and other fora. Especially in the UICC area were the protocols used by 3GPP are based on ETSI SCP specifications. One could then propose to simply endorse the ETSI SCP decision on HSP.

However, in normal cases, most of these technologies from other fora were based on consensus which makes the decision in 3GPP to adopt them quite straightforward because 3GPP is based on consensus and ETSI is one of the 3GPP SDOs. However, In the case of HSP, the decision was not reached by consensus. 

It is also worth stating again that many 3GPP members are not represented in ETSI and that representation rules are different in 3GPP and ETSI. 

Given this, we believe that the decision on HSP in ETSI SCP can not be transposed to 3GPP as is without further discussions. Hence it is worth that 3GPP considers this ETSI SCP decision according to 3GPP rules before taking decisions. 
Proposal

We propose that the decision made by ETSI SCP on HSP is discussed further in 3GPP CT6 and CP according to 3GPP rules before making a decision.

We also recognize that there is a strong market requirement to have the High Speed Protocol for the UICC-Terminal interface. Therefore, a quick decision making in 3GPP (For example, voting in CT-P) is recommended.
