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1. Introduction

CT4 have had one meeting since the last CT plenary meeting. The meeting CT4#33 was held in Fairfax, US, on 30th  October – 3rd November 2006, kindly hosted by American friends of 3GPP. 
About 460 documents were handled. In parallel to Mc, Mn and SIP-I we had sessions on EMC and WLAN, chaired by Toshijoki Tamura (NEC) and on GAA, VGCS, MAP, SMS and CAMEL chaired by Peter Wild (Vodafone).  This time about 54 delegates representing about 36 companies were present at the meeting. Kimmo Kymäläinen (MCC) was there as usual and has taken care on the official notes. 
We had no contributiones to release 99 and earlier. Most of the documents were related to Release 7. We have agreed the first CR for Release 8.
The draft meeting report of CT4#33 (distributed to the CT4 email list for review) is provided in Tdoc CP‑060550 for information. 

Joint meetings/Sessions with other groups:

· Monday evening CT1, CT3 and CT4 had a joint initial discussion on the work on SAE. It is agreed to start with a CT-wide "umbrella" WID for SAE. An LS form SA plenary on SAE work was presented at the joint session the final discussion has taken place in the working groups.
2. Work organisation
2. Management summary of ongoing work 
In Release 4 we had a work item on MAP security and for this WID we reserved a TS number 29.200. The Work on this Specification has never started but the number is still reserved we agreed to mark this specification as abandon. When we take over the work of T2 on GUP we also got a specification 24.241 which should contain templates for GUP. During the Work on GUP we never separated the templates and the specification is never finalized so we agreed to mark this specification as abandon.

SMS
SMS via HPLMN
A new version of the feasibility study on routing of MT-SMS via the HPLMN TR 23.840 2.0.0 (CP-060574) is agreed to be send for approval to plenary. The TR recommends the Transparent Mode for delivery of MT-SMS via Home PLMN. 

SMS over IP
Rel-7 CRs to 23.008 and 29.002 on support of SMS over IP networks were agreed (CP-060573). These CRs introduce the registration/deregistration of the IP-SM-GW in the HLR via MAP AnyTimeModification service.
It was further noted that SA2 have decided to base the MT-SMS delivery over IP on results of the feasibility study in TR 23.840.
Subscriber certificates (GAA/ GBA)
A set of CR's to TS 29.109 with correction  for Rel 7 ( e.g. application identifier assigned by IANA for Zh and Zn) is agreed  (CP-060567) and send for approval to plenary.
SIP-I

We continued the work on the feasibility study of the TR 29.802. Document C4-061968  is agreed as basis for Future work.  The new version covers now (among others) basic flows for Mobile originating call and Mobile terminating call. One main open issue is the handling of TrFO specially in conjunction with interworking scenarios between 3GPP and other IP-networks. 
WLAN 

We agreed on a set of corrections for Release 6 (CP-060557) and Release 7(CP-060563). WLAN-QoS CRs are provided in CP-060641.
The Release 7 corrections are related to charging and QoS. We tried to re-use parts of TS 23.107 for I-WLAN and identified that these parameters are defined for UMTS bearer service. Since other radio technologies might have different limitations (e.g. maximum bitrate), we asked SA2 for clarification.
EMC (CP-060562)
We agreed on a set of CRs to introduce emergency calls as agreed by SA2 #54 and align our stage 3 with stage 2.
IMS

A number of corrections to IMS specifications have been agreed for Release 5, 6 and 7 (CP-060553, CP-060555, CP-060566). 
We identified open issues on Error and Restauration Procedures for the IMS. They should be handled under a separate WID. A draft WID is expected for CT4#34.
SA2 has asked us on the affects on relaxation regarding shared public user identity (currently it is stated that if public user ID is shared by private used IDs, it is shared between all private User IDs within the IMS subscription). CT4 concluded that this change does not affect the interfaces Cx and Sh but the data storage model and the application in HSS are affected. 

FBI

We agreed on clarifications related to FBI for Release 7 (CP-060580). 
VCC

We agreed on a CR to widen the scope of 23.003 to add the identification and addressing definitions for VCC (CP-060576). It is open if Sh interface is impacted by the work this needs to be investigated. The updated WID on VCC was endorsed by CT4.

GPRS / MBMS
An extension to 29.060 on Mapping between BSSGP and RANAP cause values for PS HO was proposed. TS 29.060 or TS 29.010 should be enhanced by the tables, no decission  is made until now. An LS is send to GERAN and RAN if the list provided in the CR is complete and correct.
Correctiones related to GTP are provided in CP-060560 and CP-060571 for approval.
Mc Interface

Some corrections are agreed starting from Release 4, Release 5, Release 6 and Release 7 and send for approval to plenary (CP-060552, CP-060554, CP-060561, CP-060569).

We had a discussion on usage of H248.36 "hanging terminations".  The discussion shows that the package of ITU-T need some clarification and we agreed to send an LS to ITU-T SG16 reflecting the points which need clarification.
Mn Interface
TISPAN WG 3 informed us about some discrepancies they identified during the process of endorsement of TS29.332. We discussed the remarks and agreed on some changes to TS29.332.  In addition we informed TISPAN WG3 on the outcome of our discussion and our decision (agreed changes to TS29.332).
Changes triggered by TISPAN and some others are provided in CP‑060556 and CP‑060570.
Mp Interface

We discussed if G711 PCM codec is mandatory to be supported in MRFP because G711 is not listed in TS 26.235 as supported Codec. An LS is send to CT1 and SA4 to ask for their opinion.

ITU-T SG16 has informed us about an update of H248.9 “Advanced Media Server Packages” to allow Text to Speech (TTS), Automatic Speech Recognition (ASR) and Multimedia Playout to be supported by a split Media Controller and Media Processor. Requirements on ASR and TTS are discussed in CT4 as well. It was not clear to CT4 which required functionality leads to the changes done by ITU-T and we  agreed on an LS to ask for clarification.
The new draft of 23.333 (CP-060564) is seen as 60% complete and send for information to plenary.

CAMEL

For Rel-7 a set of CRs (23.018, 23.078, 29.002) on "Optional Suppress Terminating Services" was agreed (see CP-060568, CP-060695). 
LCS (MAP)

For Rel-6 one CR to 29.002 in the area of LCS on "Accuracy Fulfilment Indicator" was agreed (see CP-060559).
VGCS/VBS

For Rel-8 one CR to 29.002 on "Introduction of sending application-specific data to group call members" was agreed (see CP-060579)

For Rel-7 two CRs to 29.002 are agreed  related VGCS/VBS on "Addition of Teleservice Code to SendGroupCallInfo" and on  extension of GroupID length was agreed (see CP-060577).
SAE
CT4 has reviewed and endorsed the umbrella WID on SAE. Each working group should prepare a Technical report. Hannu Hietalahti (Nokia) will be rapporteur for the work item. TR-rapporteurs in the working groups are provided by Siemens Networks (CT1), Ericsson (CT3) and Huawei (CT4). 

CT4 also discussed the Workplan on SAE which was attached to an LS from SA plenary and agreed to send a reply LS.
