Justification

Presently, 3GPP's stage 3 technical specifications properly cover the combining of a CS call and IMS sessions from the perspective of both parties being CSI capable UEs. What has not been addressed, however, is the interworking between e.g. a pure IMS voice/video session and a combination of a CS call and an IMS session. 

From SA#32, SA2 undertook to do the necessary changes to SA2's Stage 2 on CSI to address this interworking gap. The work in SA2 deals in particular with the handling of terminating real-time sessions and calls taking into account different domains (CS, IMS) and different UE capabilities (CSI, IMS VoIP, etc...). SA2 considered the following use cases:

Scenario 1: voice call of IMS origination and CSI termination.

Scenario 2: Multimedia session of IMS origination and CSI termination.

Scenario 3: adding IMS session to existing voice call of IMS origination and CSI termination.

Scenario 4: adding voice call to existing IMS session.

To fulfil these requirements SA2, architecturally, introduced a CSI AS
SA2 have now in place CRs to 23.279 covering the CSI application server, the session split and session combining for IMS originated sessions leading to CSI session termination. 23.279 changes additionally cover session modification requests. With those Stage 2 changes in place, it is here proposed that the Stage 3 work be done.

Objective

The objective of this work item is to implement the agreed Stage 2 changes into the Stage 3 specifications along with the provision of relevant stage 3 example flows to elaborate the functional involvement of the CSI Application Server.
