Introduction:

In the course of this Work Item, CT1 has been able to progress floor control (i.e. IETF has finished a floor control specification (named “BFCP”), which is adopted in Release 7 for IMS conferencing) and extensions to conference related SIP procedures. 
However CT1 has not been able to make equivalent progress of the remaining work including policy control and messaging group management because of the dependency upon IETF that is still working on the more global solution for conference control, and which is unlikely to be finished within the foreseen Release 7 timeframe.

Thus it is proposed to revise the former WID to limit the scope to what has been progressed and to remove the aspects that are unlikely to be finished within Release 7.

In Release 5, the IMS was defined to support IP Multimedia services.  The feature set in Release 5 provides a basis for IP Multimedia support.  During release 6, additional applications were developed, but due to IETF dependencies, such applications could not be completed in release 6

Objective

The objectives of this work item are to progress Stage 3 work on postponed Release 6 features for IP multimedia applications in accordance with existing release 6 stage 1 requirements and for which the related IETF dependencies have been completed within the release 7 timeframe i.e:
· Floor control for IM CN subsystem conferencing
This item is to provide any additional specification that may be necessary in support of floor control, and the appropriate SDP and conference policy control to support provision of a floor control server. 
Note: IETF has finished a floor control specification (named “BFCP”), which can be adopted in Release 7 for IMS conferencing.


· Extensions to conferencing related SIP procedures

This item provides any additional specification that may be necessary to enhance and extend SIP procedures that are related to IM CN subsystem conferencing to fulfil existing release 6 stage 1 requirements.
