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This document brings to CT Plenary’s attention some issues with respect to a draft specification being made available for information. The comments relate to document in CP-070052 which contains TS 29.199-18 v100 Device Management. 
Alcatel-Lucent kindly point out that the Open Mobile Alliance (OMA) is in the process of defining a web service interface for device management. We raised this issue in CT5 a while back and provided CT5 with public OMA references to ongoing work. We hoped some liaison would have been established as a result, sadly, this has not been the case. We believe that two specifications for a web service interface mobile device management resulting from this action will not only confuse the industry but will lead to industry fragmentation as well as interoperability issues. 
We strongly recommend CT5 to work closely with OMA, especially the OMA DM Working Group, in order to seek a common web service definition and avoid fragmenting the emerging web service specifications. 
We further note that there are no requirements that lead to TS29.199-18v100. TS22.127 states that there should be interfaces at a higher abstraction level (e.g. web services) for APIs already defined, not a blanket requirement to introduce any web service interface. This lack of requirements appears to have lead to an oversight of the fact that no provision made for the support of managed objects for OMA DM. Given that 3GPP has defined several managed objects (MO) for the support of DM, we think it is important that these MOs are supported. We kindly recommend that CT5 work closely with TSG SA1 on requirements for such web services.
