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Action/Decision Requested:

ETSI EMTEL would like to thank ATIS for the liaison and interesting suite of standards for IP based emergency services. As an organisation that drafts requirements and co-ordinates between the various technical bodies that deal with emergency communications we have kept our minor comments to the high level requirements in section 4.1 and 4.2

One comment that we have is that it is not clear if this document applies just to “public” communications networks or it applies to both “private” and “public” networks. If this is so then the access network with the implementation of a LIS must be implemented from the large company networks to the medium sized companies with two or more locations. This then has a implication of the costs of running a “private” network and leads to the question unfair competition etc.

Within the regulatory environment of the EU location information should be pushed with the initial set up of the communication with the PSAP, and from then onwards this information can be pulled from the “LIS” for obtaining more accurate information provided by the pushed information. 

A copy of the Recommendations 4 and 9 of the commission recommendation C(2003)2657 [2] are quoted below for your information:

4. "For every emergency call made to the European emergency call number 112, public telephone network operators should, initiated by the network, forward (push) to public safety answering points the best information available as to the location of the caller, to the extent technically feasible".

9. "For each emergency call for which the subscriber or user number has been identified, public telephone network operators should provide the capability to public safety answering points and emergency services of renewing the location information through a call back functionality (pulling)for the purpose of handling the emergency."

3 For the E.164 number (CLI) can be deployed in the above case as it is associated with a postal address in wireline operators and it is assumed that a networks lower layer connection data information would also be associated with a postal address whereas this draft concentrates on the geographical location.

4 This draft only gives the requirements for access networks, however all that is required by the carrier networks is to transparently transport the location and users information between the access network and the PSAP. We think that it may be useful to indicate this.
