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	SA2 #57 has conditionally agreed CR 23.060-0594r2 to (S2-072255) and CR 23.107-0162r3 (S2-072256) that are pending SA plenary approval. These stage CRs introduce the IMS emergency call support indication to the UEs and the Emergency indication in the QoS profile. 
The coding of the new parameters proposed for TS 24.008 is described in CRs 24.008-1121 and CR 24.008-1141. The present CR specifies the use of these parameters before and during the setup of an IMS emergency session.

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	The indicator for the support of "GPRS functions for IMS emergency sessions supported" is used to determine the domain for the emergency call. The "Emergency indication" in the QoS IE is used to prioritize the resource request for the PDP context(s) used for the SIP signalling or media (or both). 
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B.2.2.6
Emergency service

According to 3GPP TS 23.167 [4B] and 3GPP TS 23.060 [4], when the UE detects that the subscribers initiates an emergency call, the UE shall select the IM CN subsystem for the emergency call attempt only if:
- 
the UE is attached for GPRS services and the last routing area updating procedure, if the UE performed any, was successful; 

- 
the UE is in Iu mode (see 3GPP TS 24.008 [8]); and
- 
the UE or the network to which the UE is attached or both do not support the CS domain.
For the UE behaviour when the Network Feature Support IE received by the UE in the last ATTACH ACCEPT message or ROUTING AREA UPDATE ACCEPT message did not indicate "GPRS functions for IMS emergency sessions supported" see 3GPP TS 23.167 [4B].
The encoding of the indicator for the support of "GPRS functions for IMS emergency sessions" within the Network Feature Support IE is described in 3GPP TS 24.008 [8].
When activating a PDP context for emergency to perform emergency registration, based on the conditions in subclause 5.1.6.1 of this specification, the UE shall select an APN for emergency, as described in 3GPP TS 23.060 [4]. The procedures for PDP context activation and P-CSCF discovery, as described in subclause B.2.2.1 of this specification apply accordingly. Additionally, the UE shall set the Emergency Indication in the QoS IE of the ACTIVATE PDP CONTEXT REQUEST message to '1' to indicate a prioritized request for resources (see 3GPP TS 24.008 [8] and 3GPP TS 23.107 [4A]).
In order to find out whether the UE is attached to the home PLMN or to the visited PLMN, the UE shall compare the MCC values derived from its IMSI with the MCC of the PLMN the UE is attached to. If the MCC of the PLMN the UE is attached to does not match with the MCC derived from the IMSI, then for the purpose of IMS emergency call the UE shall consider to be attached to a VPLMN. 

NOTE: 
In this respect an equivalent HPLMN, as defined in 3GPP TS 23.122 [4C] will be considered as a visited network.
If based on the conditions in subclause 5.1.6.1 of this specification, the UE does not need to perform IMS emergency registration, the UE shall initiate a PDP context modification procedure for the PDP context used for SIP signalling and set the Emergency Indication in the QoS IE of the MODIFY PDP CONTEXT REQUEST message to '1'.
The procedures for the activation or modification of PDP contexts for media, as described in subclause B.2.2.5 apply accordingly. Additionally, if the procedure is initiated by the UE, it shall set the Emergency Indication in the QoS IE of the ACTIVATE SECONDARY PDP CONTEXT REQUEST message or MODIFY PDP CONTEXT REQUEST message to '1'. If the procedure is initiated by the network, the network sets the Emergency Indication in the Rquired QoS IE of the request SECONDARY PDP context activation message or MODIFY PDP CONTEXT REQUEST message to '1'.
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
