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1. Overall Description:

CT1 has, in TR 24.880, studied the requirements, options and alternatives for AS-MRFC media server control and has made recommendations for the specification of media server control methods.
TR 24.880, with the agreed contributions from CT1#50, will be sent to CT plenary for approval at 3GPP CT#38
CT1 has agreed, in a CT1 WID (attached), to continue the work recommended by the TR 24.880 study for release 8.
The TR 24.880 study recommends the creation of a new reference point between the AS and the MRFC functional entities, with the proposed name of “Cr”. This reference point being used for:
· Sending media server control commands and returning related results and notifications.

· Retrieving resources, such as VoiceXML documents or media files from an AS.

The reasons for the recommendation of this direct AS-MRFC reference point (rather than using the ISC and Mr reference points and the SIP protocol) and a more detailed description of the proposed reference point Cr, is described in TR 24.880 subclause 4.3.2.
CT1 requests SA2s input and guidance on the best way to address the architectural work required for this proposed reference point.
What architectural work is required by SA2 for this reference point and what stage 2 work could be done by CT1?
The CT1 WID proposes to perform the stage 2 work in the CT1 owned document TS 23.218.
For information only, both media resource brokering and media resource composition functions are being studied in TR 24.880, there may be similar architectural work required for these functions when, and if, recommendations can be made.
