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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG SA WG1 thanks 3GPP TSG CT WG6 for forwarding the LS from the GSMA DG on the use of multiple IMEIs in UEs supporting Multiple GSM radio transceivers and also thanks 3GPP TSG CT for their views on this topic.
3GPP TSG SA WG1 has discussed the topic and agrees that :

· There should only be one IMEI per UE

· A UICC may have multiple USIMs but only 1 may be active at one time (TS 22.101 Chapter 13.3)

‘

It is stated in the GSMA liaison that these devices may have multiple active USIMs (on different UICCs) using different GSM radio transceivers.

Therefore 3GPP TSG SA WG1 has reached the conclusion that theses devices are a physical implementation of multiple UEs, therefore each GSM radio transceiver and its related UICC should have their own unique IMEI.
3GPP TSG SA WG1 believes that the current 3GPP service specifications are not impacted but will investigate before the next SA1 meeting to ascertain if a Change Request is required to clarify the existing requirements.
