Justification

The ongoing 3GPP SAE work item aiming at defining the Evolved Packet System (EPS) is foreseen to require changes also in 3GPP Technical Specifications under CT6 control.

Objective

The objective of this work item is to produce technical specifications for the USIM data and procedures under CT6's responsibility that are used in the EPS. It is foreseen that some changes may be needed on the USIM application due to SAE work.
