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1 EXecutive summary

1.1 CT3 Meetings

The following CT3 meetings have taken place since the last TSG CT plenary:

· CT3#47bis:     31st  March – 3rd April,  2008,  Sophia Antipolis, France. Hosted by ETSI
· CR3#48:
5th – 9th May,  2008,   Cape Town, South Africa. Hosted by Vodacom
During CT3#47bis, which was a 4 day meeting mainly dedicated to PCC and SAE,  269 documents were discussed. 
CT3#48 was a rather busy meeting and we had to arrange several breakout sessions for PCC and SAE discussions. 391 documents were discussed. 

During CT3#48 CT3 had the following joint sessions:

· With CT1(IMS subgroup) to discuss overlap signalling

· With CT4 to discuss common Diameter guidelines

The present status report summarises the results from the meeting and presents the current status of  the work in CT3. The detailed meeting report of CT3#47bis is contained in CP-080287. The detailed draft meeting report for CT3#48 is contained in CP-080288.

1.3 Administrative work

Triggered by the discussion at the previous plenary, a revised ToR, CP-080289, has been agreed by CT3. Only a small change has been made to reflect the fact that much of the work that is being done in CT3 relates to interworking between domains within PLMNs, not only to interworking with external networks. 
1.4 Major problems / achievements

Major problems/controversial issues
· Two methods to support overlap signaling in IMS were discussed in a joint session with CT1 (IMS subgroup). This issue has been studied in TISPAN and has now been transferred to 3GPP. We also received an incoming LS from CCSA and several discussion papers on this subject. None of the methods were agreed and the issue was postponed. It was agreed that CT3 will be responsible for driving the discussion further. 
· A proposal to support transit traffic through IMS based on binary encapsulation of ISUP was discussed. It could not be agreed and was postponed.

Major achievements

· 48 CRs were agreed

· Two TRs were were estimated to be at least 60 % complete and are submitted to this plenary for information: TR 29.804 (SAE) and TR 29.909 (Diameter guidelines)
· Three new Rel-8 WIDs were agreed:

· Enhancements on IMS-CS multimedia interworking, based on input from SA4

· Messaging interworking (MESSIW). A new TS skeleton and several pseudo-CRs were agreed.

· Specification of CS-IBCF  and CS-TrGW. 
· On a CT-wide WID on IMS Centralized Service Control, a new TS skeleton and several pseudo-CRs were agreed.

· Two TSs were taken over from TISPAN and agreed. Submitted to this plenary for approval.

1.5 General

Due to the strong pressure to complete Rel-8 with SAE this year, two more extra meetings have been planned, one in June (Zagreb) and the other in October. Both of these meetings will be collocated with CT1 and CT4. This means that a total of 7 CT3 meetings will be held in 2008.
There has been considerable activity to define a common IMS. In CT3 input is coming from  both TISPAN and 3GPP2 and this is expected to continue for the next few meetings.
In addition, several new non-SAE related WIs have been agreed. To deal with the increased workload, we foresee the need for some breakout sessions even at future CT3 meetings this year. 
1.6 Technical summary

1.6.1 Earlier releases

No CRs on Rel-6 or earlier releases were agreed.
1.6.2 Rel-7 work items

Some of the important changes that were agreed:
· Policy and Charging Control [PCC]

Still some essential corrections  on Policy and Charging Control (PCC) are needed. 6 CRs and the relevant Rel-8 mirrors were agreed
· IMS interworking with CS networks

Two CRs, and Rel-8 mirrors were agreed
1.6.3 Rel-8 Work Items

For the following Work Items, CRs or new draft text were agreed:
· PCC aspects of SAE [SAES, SAES-St3-PCC]
A number of proposals both for TR 29.804 and  for the existing PCC specifications have been agreed. In addition, a  new draft TS is being progressed for the SAE S9 interface. The number TS 29.215 has been allocated.   
In stage 2, a new architectural element has been introduced, the Diameter Routing Agent (DRA),  in order to select the correct PCRF in the operator’s network. Several stage 3 proposals for this have been analysed in a joint effort by many companies. However, one document is still on email approval till May 30, and the final conclusion is postponed till the next meeting.
· Interworking between EPC and external PDNs [SAES-St3-Intwk]
It has been agreed to update the existing TS 29.061 in order to accommodate the SAE SGi interface. Extensive changes are forseen, and in order not to destabilize the TS, it was agreed to accumulate agreed changes into a “shadow version” of TS 29.061 till both the stage 2 and 3 changes are considered reasonably stable. Only then, the agreed changes will be submitted for plenary approval as a CR to TS 29.061.
· Unified guidelines for Diameter usage [SAES-DIAM]
During a joint session with CT4, several updates to the TS 29.909 were agreed and a new version of the TR is brought to this plenary for information.
· Multimedia interworking between IMS and CS networks [MIW-IMS]
A CR on Media Oriented Negotiation Acceleration (MONA) were agreed to be included in TS 29.163. This is mainly text that has been agreed previously as part of TR 29.863

· Inter-IMS Network to Network Interface [FBI2-IOPSI] 

Several proposals with text for TR 29.865  and a skeleton for the related new TS were agreed. The number TS 29.165 has been allocated.
· Interworking between the 3GPP CS domain with SIP-I as signaling protocol and other networks [SIP_Nc]
Several contributions with text for the draft TS 29.235 were agreed. These contributions dealt with interworking with external SIP-I networks.  Also CRs to TS 29.414 and TS 29.415 have been  agreed
· Policy and Charging Control [PCC]

One non-SAE related CR on the Rx interface was agreed

· FBI
Two CRs to TS 29.163 on IMS-CS interworking were agreed

· Maintenance of TISPAN R2 [MAINT_R2]

One CR to TS 29.527 was agreed

· Documentation of TISPAN R1 and R2 in CT3 [REDOC_TIS-C3]
8 CRs to TS 29.162 and TS 29.163 were agreed. This mainly involves moving text from the TISPAN supplementary service specifications into the proper place in the 3GPP TSs as agreed at the previous plenary.
· Common IMS related to 3GPP2
Two CRs on PCC were agreed.
