The present document provides the protocol details for the Customized Alerting Tones (CAT) service in the IP Multimedia (IM) Core Network (CN) subsystem. The CAT service is an operator specific service by which an operator enables the subscriber to customize the media which is played to the calling party during alerting of the called party. The media can consist of favourable songs, multi-media clips or other customized alerting tones. CAT service should not negatively affect the conversation between calling and called parties.
The present document has been created to capture 3GPP2 MMD Supplementary Services related requirements as a result of Common IMS and also reflects release 8 requirements in 3GPP TS 22.182 (UID = 340029) and the SA2 study item on the architecture of IMS based CAT (UID = 380078). 
Outstanding Issues:

How the UE selects the service configuration mechanism, either use of XCAP over Ut interface or SIP-based user configuration, is an outstanding issue.
Further requirements are needed for the interaction of CAT with other supplementary services.
