Justification

TSG SA has agreed the requirement for interworking between SAE/LTE and the legacy system. Since some MAP based interfaces are used in the legacy system and CT4 has agreed to choose Diameter as the protocol for S6a/S6d/S13 in EPS, this Work Item covers the corresponding CT4 aspects to include specification of S6a/S6d/S13 related interworking scenarios that will be used between the evolved packet core networks or between EPC and current GPRS core network.
