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1 Overview

This liaison statement is a response to the email received on 05 September from Hannu Hietalahti 3GPP CT chairman (OMA Ref: OMA-ARC-2008-0201), regarding the working procedures for the OSA work.
2 Proposal

3GPP TSG CT has approached OMA ARC with a proposal to establish working procedures for the OSA work that is now conducted in OMA ARC, but for which the technical specifications are maintained by 3GPP TSG CT.

The response from OMA ARC to the proposed working procedure follows below:
1. OMA ARC (OSA subgroup) drafts any necessary CRs and TSs for approval and sends the agreed versions to 3GPP TSG CT for approval.
OMA ARC response: We agree with this procedure.

2. If TSG CT can approve the documents as they stand; we will do so without further notice (of course these are minuted in the meeting reports, CR database etc.). So from OMA viewpoint no news can be considered as good news.

OMA ARC response: To avoid confusion, OMA ARC recommends sending a positive acknowledgement in the case of positive outcome of the approval. OMA ARC recommends using a lightweight approach here, and suggest that an e-mail message to OMA-LIAISON@mail.openmobilealliance.org would suffice.

3. If a substantial revision is requested during TSG CT, then we will put the revised version for email approval after the TSG CT plenary meeting and inform OMA ARC in order to offer also the OMA experts an opportunity to see the changes.

OMA ARC response: We would like to ask a couple of questions for clarification:

a) Which e-mail exploder will be used for email approval? Is this a public exploder, open for subscription by OMA members?
b) What is the typical duration for email approval? We would like to make sure there will be sufficient time for OMA experts to review the changes, and propose alternative solutions, if appropriate.
4. If for any reason TSG CT cannot approve a proposal from OMA, then we will liaise back and explain why, and suggest a recommended way forward.

OMA ARC response: We agree with this procedure.

OMA ARC kindly requests 3GPP TSG CT to:

· Comment on the alternative suggestion in case of document approval, regarding point 2 above

· Provide a response to the two questions for clarification, regarding point 3 above.
