	Currently there is no way to communicate to the 1xRTT that the LTE/1xRTT dual mode UE powered down in LTE mode.  Also the OneXRTT-RegistrationParameters in SIB8 do not specify a Power Down Registration.
In the absence of 3G1x RTT Power Down Registartion or an explicit Event Notification for power down the 3G1x MSC would try paging via LTE system and then via 3G1x system for a UE that is powered down.

Event value 02H - 1x Power Down can not be used for this scenario as it is meant to be used in the IWS to to MME direction if the UE power offs in 3G1X mode during a CSFB call.

	
	

	Summary of change:

	According to the above analysis, an existing A21 Event Value of (03H - Power Down/Connection Closed) from 3GPP2 A21 interface should be added to the S102 interface and 02H removed.

	If the network does not provide the Event (03H - Power Down/Connection Closed)  3G1x MSC will initiate a paging message on ETRAN and 3G1x even though the UE is not reachable via E-UTRAN or 3G1x. 1xRTT will keep retrying to send this 1x page message through S102 to the UE due to A21 retry method and 1x page retry schemes, which causes 1xRTT wasting paging resource and S102 capacity.

	It is recommeded that the event text be generalized in this specification and 3GPP2 A.S0008.C to “Power Down/Connection Closed” to make it access neutral.  The current text in 3GPP2 A.S0008.C is “HRPD Power Down/Connection Closed”
