CT1 has had one tough meeting since CT #42. CT1 #57 was collocated with CT3 and CT4 in San Antonio, Texas and the group spent nine long working days mainly to complete the outstanding work on release 8.  The group split for 3.5 days during the 1st week and handled legacy & SAE in parallel with pure IMS-issues. During the 2nd week, the group had two split sessions between discussions on CS-fallback and non-3GPP access. On cross WG-coordination, the only work was on handover issues where CT4 kindly treated a CR on TS 23.009. 

During the meeting, the CT1-delegates have worked extremely hard to complete Rel-8. I think CT1 has performed well, and the delegates have completed majority of the work for Rel-8. There are a couple of outstanding issues on two IMS-related WIs. The work for SAE is completed. Generally speaking the work for Rel-8 will now go into a phase where corrections will be discussed and agreed.

CT1 has since CT #42 treated very few pre Rel-7 documents. On Rel-7, completion of the URN for ServID/MMtel and discussions on EMC1 were the main outstanding issues which now both are closed. CT1 has now completed all Rel-7 issues when Rel-8 now goes into an active maintenance phase.

On SAE the work is indicated to be 100% completed for all specifications for the relevant WIs. There may be a couple of outstanding Editor’s notes, and some cleanup may be needed due to alignment with stage 2, but there is no feature or functionality that is expected to get additional category B or C CRs after March 2009 unless the requirements change.

To CT#43, CT1 has 1 specification and one revised and two new WIDs for approval. CT1 has considered that the outstanding work for Rel-8 does not need any further exception sheets.
1393 tdoc number were allocated in the last CT1 WG meeting.

RAN WGs, CT WGs, SA1 and SA2 Chairmen
During the course of Release 8, Working Groups involved in SAE/LTE have experienced unprecedented amount of overload. With LTE advanced on the horizon for TSG-RAN, and continuing overload of features in the TSG-SA/CT pipeline, it is very likely that the work amount will not decrease rapidly and we need to plan for maximum WG capacity in the busiest WGs. 

It is also apparent that the need for interaction between the different WGs and TSGs will remain high, as many of the features have cross-WG/TSG aspects (e.g. Home-(e)NB/CSG aspects).

In order to better cope with this situation and the need for frequent cross-WG interactions, WG chairs have jointly looked into harmonizing and optimizing the WG meeting calendar for 2010.

This document summarizes the results of this joint exercise, and proposes to shift some of the TSG dates of 2010 to better suit the WG meeting calendar plans.

Discussion:

Based on the draft WG meeting calendar presented in the Annex, the source WG chairs propose the following modification to the TSG dates of 2010:

1) Move TSG#47 (March/2010) to 2 weeks later, this has already been endorsed on the TSG-SA exploder:

a. TSG-RAN to 16-19/March

b. TSG-CT to 17-19/March

c. TSG-SA to 22-25/March

2) Move TSG#48 (June/2010) to a week later:

a. TSG-RAN to 1-4/June

b. TSG-CT to 2-4/June

c. TSG-SA to 7-10/June

3) Move TSG#50 (Dec/2010) to a week later:

a. TSG-RAN to 7-10/December

b. TSG-CT to 8-10/December

c. TSG-SA to13-16/December

If these proposed changes to the TSG schedule are confirmed, WG chairs will go ahead with planning their WG meetings according to the plan in the Annex.
CT Vice Chairman Mr. Gary Jones clarified that proposed change for June meetings overlaps with ITU-R WP 5D which might be problematic for some delegates were discussed.

RIM requested if this proposal is discussed with GERAN chairmen. There are some GERAN work items which affect CT1 work. GERAN chairmen position should be taken account.

RIM commented that from CT point of view overlaps with IETF meetings should be avoided.

It was commented by CT1 Chairman that a reasonable solution to avoid collision with IETF in March could not be avoided.

The main goal of this document to allow alignment between SA2 and CT and RAN WGs. If any proposals are made this principle should be respected. The to main purpose is not to co-locate but to allow that when necessary.

CT plenary recommend not to move June meetings because of ITU meeting. The other changes were endorsed by CT.
