CT1 has had two meeting since CT #41, CT1 #55-bis and CT1#56. For both meetings, CT1 was collocated with CT3 and CT4 and the group split for 3 days and handled legacy & SAE in parallel with pure IMS-issues. On cross WG-coordination, CT1 has invited CT3 to joint discussions on overlap, has invited CT6 to attend discussions on ME – UICC issues and subcontracted the work on TS 23.009 to joint discussions in CT4.

During both meetings, CT1-delegates have worked extremely hard to complete Rel-8. I think CT1 has performed well, and has achieved to complete most of the work for the WIs. There are some outstanding issues with a number of the WIs, but in most cases work is complete with minor issues and nits to fix in the various specifications.

As for the previous period, the group has since CT #41 treated very few pre Rel-7 documents and used most of the time for Rel-7 and Rel-8 WIs. Except for minor corrections, the completion of the URN for ServID/MMtel and the solution for the removal of the Emergency IMPU, the workload due to pre rel-8 issues is modest. This is good news and CT1 has almost no backlog when Rel-8 goes into an active maintenance phase in 2009. 

On SAE the work has had good progress since CT#41. The overall progress of the SAE-related WIs is around 90% complete. The two TSs specifying non-3GPP accesses (DSMIPv6 and MIPv4) are now completed. There are a large number of outstanding issues spread around in the TSs, but there is no isolated feature or functionality that can be identified as a candidate that easily can be split off and moved to Rel-9. After March 2009, CRs that make non-backwards compatible changes to the RIL 3 protocols should be avoided.

To CT#42, CT1 has 1 specification for information, 16 specifications, plus 5 revised and 1 new WIDs for approval. CT1 has also 19 exception sheets for approval. The exception sheets outline remaining Cat B&C functionalities for the affected WIs.

CT1 Chairman also mentioned that Chen-Ho Chin was re-instated as vice chairman by acclamation after change of affiliation.

On SAE the work has had good progress since CT#41, thanks to cooperative delegates and more conference calls to coordinate and pre-discuss documents. The overall progress of the SAE-related WIs is around 90% complete. The two TSs specifying non-3GPP accesses (DSMIPv6 and MIPv4) are now completed.

All WIs related to SAE (SAES, SAES-CSFB, SAES-SRVCC, HomeNB-LTE and HomeNB-3G) have had good progress since CT#41. There are a large number of outstanding issues spread around in the TSs, but there is no isolated feature or functionality that can be identified as a candidate that easily can be split off and moved to Rel-9 without putting quite some effort into re-arranging the current text. Generally speaking, there are bits and pieces missing in various areas of the specifications, which all need to be addressed in CT1#57. After March 2009, CRs that make non-backwards compatible changes to the RIL 3 protocols should be avoided.

CT1 has 19 exception sheets provided for approval for CT#42. An exception sheet was considered for the WI UUSIW (CP-080831), but after discussions, the outstanding work for this WI was identified to be for CT3 and IETF related issues and the exception sheet has not been provided as the work for CT1 is estimated to be completed.

CT1 Chairman clarified that Mr. Georg Mayer, Nokia has chaired parallel IMS sessions during CT1 #55-bis and CT1#56.
Discussion:

It was agreed that some Rel-7 TISPAN transferred specification on 24.4xx series would not be propagated into release 8. MCC needs to be check the status of specifications. The following specifications should not be updated to release 8, but should remain at release 7:
· 3GPP TS 24.206 (VCC). (SA2 23.206 not being updated to Rel-8)
· 3GPP TS 24.403, 3GPP TS 24.404, 3GPP TS 24.405, 3GPP RS 24.408, 3GPP TS 24.416, 3GPP TS 24.428, 3GPP TS 24.429 (TISPAN release 1).
The following TS already exist at both release 7 and release 8 and in release 8 represent TISPAN release 2:
· 3GPP TS 24.406, 3GPP TS 24.407, 3GPP TS 24.410, 3GPP TS 24.411, 3GPP TS 24.423, 3GPP TS 24.430, 3GPP TS 24.441.
TRs are not normally updated to the next release, but 3GPP TR 24.930 is an exception and already has a release 8 version.
Motorola requested clarification regarding the new specifications if the all TS which are coming for approval are stable enough since several exception sheets are provided.

CT1 Chairman confirmed that there are no major outstanding issues why approval of any TSs should be postponed to CT#43.

It was requested if it would be better to postpone the approval of TSs since it would allow more flexibility to WG to finalise the specification until March 2009.
It was agreed that it will be discussed when TSs are presented under agenda item 15.2 for approval if it is appropriate to approve or to postpone Technical Specification to CT#43.

During both meetings, there were breakout sessions on IMS (Chaired by Vice-chairman Thomas Belling) and SAE (chaired by Vice-chairman Dimitrios Karampatsis). 

At CT3#50 CT3 had a joint session with CT4 to discuss common Diameter guidelines.

Major problems/controversial issues

· None

Major achievements

· All SAE-related WIs are 90-100% completed.

· 138 CRs were agreed. 

· 5 TSs are presented to this plenary for approval. 

· Final agreements were reached on difficult discussions on the S9 interface, e.g. how to define S9 subsessions.

· CRs on IMS overlap signalling were agreed, in line with the conclusions at the previous plenary.
To deal with this workload during 2008 several measures have been taken, e.g.: 

· Three extra meetings.

· Parallel sessions.

· Working between the meetings by email and conference calls to coordinate input from the various companies and to progress controversial issues.

During the parallel sessions, a total of 40-50 delegates have attended.

It is expected that the workload will be high even at the next meeting which will span almost two full weeks in February. The continued need for parallel sessions is foreseen.

The primary goal of the February meeting is to complete the missing functionality according to the proposed exception sheets and to stabilize all parts of Rel-8.
Discussion:

It was noted by the Plenary that ongoing work on "Interconnection Border Control Function (IBCF) – Transition Gateway (TrGW); Ix interface; Stage 3", "Service Level Tracing in IMS" and " Multimedia priority service" might be difficult to finalise before March 2009. 

CT3 Chairman clarified that it might be possible nothing needs to be done for "Service Level Tracing in IMS" in CT3.
Dependency with SA2 on "Multimedia priority service" needs to be checked in SA#42. This was given as a task for CT Chairman.
CT3 requested to have extension sheet for IMS_IBCF but it was noted that lot of work remains.

It was confirm by CT3 Chairman that all the other CT3 issues are guaranteed to be finished at latest in CT#43.

At CT4 #41 it was expected to complete all features which should be part of release 8. Before closing of the meeting we analysed on which functionalities further enhancements were needed. For those which require category B CRs exception sheets were drafted and reviewed by the meeting. Exception sheets per WI are drafted except for SAE/EPC here we have done a split and provide an exception sheet for each area covered by a TS. These exception sheets are provided for ratification to this CT plenary.

SAE

CT4 has made good progress on the different specifications all outstanding specifications are sent for approval. In addition a set of corrections and enhancements to specifications already under change control are provided for approval.

The WID "CT4 aspects of Evolved Packet System" (CP-080724) was updated to reflect the changes since the last meeting and this WID is sent to plenary for approval. The changes are alignments with the agreement in CT4, the decisions made by SA2 since the last update of the WID and the introduction of 3 new specifications.

Restoration procedures and failure handling.

CT4 continued the discussion on restoration procedures and failure handling. We discussed specially the case of partial failure in a node and the effect on other nodes. We agreed to introduce a new parameter which may be allocated to identify a set of PDN connections, this is the Connection Set Identifier (CSID). The agreed a solution is provided for approval to this meeting (CP-080687)

(3GPP access)

HSS Interfaces:

The specifications (TS 29.272) describing the interfaces to HSS are nearly completed. One late requirement (clarified requirement from SA2 in October 2008) from the stage 2 is not covered. This is the support of SMS and LCS on S6d (HSS - S4 SGSN). The support of CAMEL was limited to be supported by Gr interface. There fore an exception sheet was created directly to ask for an extension to cover this late additional requirement from SA2.

GTP-U

The TS 29.281 describing GTP-U v1 is submitted for approval to this plenary (CP-080716) the open issues to be completed in release 8 time frame are listed in the exception sheet CP-080741.

GTP-C

TS 29.274 (CP-080717) is submitted for approval to this plenary; an exception sheet was created to cover the open items (CP-080919).

(Non 3GPP access)

AAA interfaces

AAA interfaces are covered by TS29.273 (CP-080718), which seen as completed and sent for approval to this plenary.

PMIP

A set of corrections and enhancements were agreed for TS 29.275 (CP-080692). The identified open issues are listed in exception sheet CP-080737. 

MIPv4 support on S2a:

The MIPv4 Based Mobility Protocol used over the S2a reference point between the PDN Gateway and Trusted Non-3GPP Access. This TS is send for approval to this meeting (CP-080713). Work is completed and no outstanding issues were identified.

SRVCC:

Work on SRVCC is now covered by a CT wide WID with leadership under CT1. The specification describing Sv is sent for approval to this CT plenary (CP-080715). An exceptions sheet (CP-080740) is prepared listing the outstanding issues.

IWF MAP-Diameter

CT4 continued the work on the Interworking function between MAP - Diameter. The TR 29.805was seen as completed and agreed to be send for approval to this plenary. A new TS 29.305 to cover IWF functional descriptions was created and seen to be more then 80% complete and therefore agreed to be sent for approval to this CT plenary. The only outstanding issue are the detailed mapping descriptions for user data handling (See exception sheet CP-080743).

Cause mapping for EPC

Until now, CT4 had specified a cause mapping between interfaces for the different error scenarios. This has currently not been covered for EPC. Further discussion is needed, if TS 29.010, which is currently used for this purpose, should also cover EPC.

The following specifications in the area of EPC are send for approval to this plenary:

· 3GPP TS 29.273 (CP-080718) 3GPP EPS AAA interfaces
