Executive summary

CT1 has had two meetings since CT #45. CT1 #61 was collocated with CT3 and CT4 in Phoenix and CT1 #62 was collocated with CT3, CT4 and CT6 in Beijing. The amount of CRs to pre-release 8 CRs is still low, and most of the CRs are minor cleanups of references. There are still a substantial amount of CRs on release 8, mainly for SAES. However, work is now more and more focusing on release 9, where there are four revised WIDs and a large number of agreed CRs for approval. The group split for almost 3.5 days and handled legacy & SAE in parallel with pure IMS-issues during both meetings. 
CT1 agrees fewer and fewer pre Rel-9 CRs in each CT1-meeting. Focus is mainly on Rel-9 on all WIs. The work on SMS for CS-Fallback, the major single outstanding Rel-8 topic for SAES is now completed. As mentioned also at CT#45, one reason for the large number of CRs for approval is caused by the fact that as most features in release 9 are included in TSs already under change control.
CT1 has four TSs for information and approval at CT#46. In order to complete the outstanding release 9 work in a controlled way, the group has agreed 14 exception sheets on the work items were there are more outstanding work than minor cleanups only. After evaluations at CT1#61 and CT1#62, the group thinks that work can be completed by CT1#63, the upcoming mega-meeting in San Francisco.

Work on Rel-9 has had good progressed since CT#45. Nevertheless, it will be challenging to complete the outstanding work by CT1 #63. There are most likely many reasons for this, but I would like to highlight some issues:

1) We can, as always, excpect "late" “stage 2 changes” that of course have a knock-on effect on stage 3.

2) “necessary cleanups” of stage 3 after the WI is set to 100%.

3) The WIs for IMS service continuity enhancement, I1 interface, media plane security and enhancement of the restoration procedures are all at risk for completion by CT #47. For IMS service continuity enhancement and I1 interface, the reason for this is the amount of outstanding work, while for media plane security and enhancement of the restoration procedures it is discussions about outstanding work from a stage 2 point if view.
4) One of the main reasons for the "mega-meeting" in San Francisco was to benefit from collocation. It is a concern that there will not be much time for joint discussions with other groups during a busy week, or to turn it the other way around - possible joint meetings will prevent CT1 to work the necessary late evenings to complete the work..

I would like to point out that the group seems quite confident that completion of the outstanding work can be done at CT1 #63. As chairman, I would nevertheless highlight the risks and challenges as I am not as confident as the delegates.
Five revised WIs were agreed in CT1. CT1 also endorsed two CT-wide WIDs where CT3 and CT4 have prime responsibility. The main reason for the revised WIDs is to update and align the WID with the planned and performed work.

3GPP TS 24.183, contains version 1.0.0 of the stage 3-TS for Customized Ringing Signal (CRS). 
The TS fulfils the stage 1 requirements for IMS CRS service of IMS CRS service, based on early session mode, download and play mode. Features including CRS copy, CRS stop, CRS reject and CRS continue.
The outstanding issues are:
1. The insertion of CRS indication in originating UE;

2. How CRS media conditionally overrides media components of the ring signal to terminating UE;

3. CRS interaction with CAT service;

4. Service configuration.

5. CRS priority solution when terminating CRS AS use download and play model
Out of these issues, item 3) "Solution for CRS interaction with CAT on early-session model." is regarded as a contentious issue.

The TS is presented for the first time to CT, and is provided in CP-090886 to CT#46 for information and approval.
3GPP TS 24.294 contains version 1.0.0 of the stage 3-TS for IMS Centralized Services (ICS) Protocol via I1 interface. 

The document describes the I1 interface between IMS Centralized Services (ICS) UE and Service Centralization and Continuity (SCC) Application Server (AS).
This document defines a new application layer protocol over I1 interface, specifies the interaction between the ICS UE and SCC AS including session control procedures and supplementary services control procedures. 
The outstanding issues are various additions, corrections and alignments within the TS. Out of the detailed list of outstanding issues, no issue is regarded as contentious.
The TS is presented for the first time to CT, and is provided in CP-090887 to CT#46 for information and approval.
3GPP TS 24.abc contains version 1.0.0 of the stage 3-TS for IMS Conferencing Management Object. 

The document defines the IMS conferencing management object. The management object is compatible with OMA Device Management protocol specifications, version 1.2 and upwards, and is defined using the OMA DM Device Description Framework as described in the Enabler Release Definition OMA-ERELD _DM-V1_2. The IMS conferencing management object consists of relevant parameters that can be managed for IMS conferencing capabilities. 

The only outstanding issue is to register the urn in OMNA. There is no contentious outstanding issue.
The TS is presented for the first time to CT, and is provided in CP-090888 to CT#46 for information and approval. It can be noted that there is no WID that describe and justify this new TS.
3GPP TS 24.xyz contains version 1.0.0 of the stage 3-TS for IMS Centralized Services Management Object. 

The document defines the IMS centralized services management object. The management object is compatible with OMA Device Management protocol specifications, version 1.2 and upwards, and is defined using the OMA DM Device Description Framework as described in the Enabler Release Definition OMA-ERELD _DM-V1_2. 

The IMS centralized services management object consists of parameters for enabling ICS capabilities in the UE.
The new TS is for release 8. The reason for the new TS is that it was found necessary to provide the terminal with this information to secure correct ICS service behavior.

The only outstanding issue is to register the urn in OMNA. There is no contentious outstanding issue.
The TS is presented for the first time to CT, and is provided in CP-090889 to CT#46 for information and approval. It can be noted that the release 8 WID for IMS Centralized Service Control has been updated to justify the new TS.

4.1
Liaison statements to TSG CT plenary

Of the liaison statements from CT1 #61 and CT1#62, three LSs are destined to the CT-plenary.

In CP-090946 on Reply-LS on MS/UE Indication of 2G AMR WB capabilities, CT1 requests input from GSMA on an issue on AMR WB. The topic originated from GERAN that proposed a CR that in CT1s understanding attempted to change a specification to accommodate faulty implementations. CT is copied for information and no action is foreseen. It can be noted that CT1 has not got any reply from GSMA.
In CP-090947 on PSAP call back to emergency calls, CT1 informs SA1 and SA2 the requirement on call back from PSAP to emergency calls as described in TS 22.101 for Rel-8 and Rel-9 cannot be fulfilled. The call back is treated as per a normal, non-emergency related call. CT1 expressed a preference to wait for IETF to define a solution. CT is copied for information and no action is foreseen.
CP-090948 contains feedback to CT on LS on Global Wireless Equipment Identifier Numbering Resources & Administration Joint Experts Meeting. CT1 has summarized their findings within the CT1 specifications and assumes that CT will collect all input and provide a consolidated reply to the JEM meeting.

4.3
Other issues
CP-090919 contains two sets of CRs to TS 24.008 and TS 24.301 on Protecting the allowed CSG list. These CRs are dependant of approval of a stage 2 CR to TS 33.102 (CR #0209 and #0210) and TS 33.104 (CR #0342).
CP-090941 and CP-090942 were provided to CT#46 by CT1 as alternatives on Digest Authentication without Authorization header in initial REGISTER message. The CRs were intended to be alternatives that would be approved dependant on the solution outlined by SA3. As SA3 could not come to a conclusion, it is proposed that both CR-packs are deferred back to CT1 to wait for a solution by stage 2.
