One of the Go, Gq, Rx and Gx interface related error codes can be received by the UE in the ACTIVATE SECONDARY PDP CONTEXT REJECT message or the MODIFY PDP CONTEXT REJECT message. If the UE receives a Go, Gq, Rx and Gx interface related error code, the UE shall either handle the resource reservation failure as described in subclause 6.1.1 or retransmit the message up to three times. The Rx and Gx interface related error codes are further specified in 3GPP TS 29.214 [13D] and 3GPP TS 29.212 [13B].
