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1. Introduction

CT4 have had two meetings since the last CT plenary meeting. The first meeting CT4#50bis was held in Barcelona, Spain from 11th - 15th October 2010 kindly hosted by European friends of 3GPP and CT4#51 was held in Jacksonville, USA from 15th - 19th November kindly hosted by the North American friends of 3GPP.
In both meetings we had parallel sessions. The parallel sessions were chaired by the CT4 vice chairs: Nigel Berry (Alcatel Lucent) and Dave Hutton (Vodafone).  The official notes were taken by Kimmo Kymäläinen, CT4's MCC support. 
In CT4#50bis, 45 delegates were present representing 27 companies and we handled ~400 documents, in this meeting the focus was on Rel-10.

In CT4#51, 77 delegates were present representing 52 companies and we handled ~500 documents. The time spent for Release 9 and earlier is still going down. This time we spend ~30% of our time discussing Release9 and earlier corrections
The meeting reports of CT4#50bis and CT4#51 (distributed on the CT4 email list for review) are provided in document CP‑100666/CP-100854 for information.
This time we had corrective CRs starting from Rel-5, Rel-8, Rel-9 and Rel-10.

2. Management summary of ongoing work 

In CT4#51, about ~30% of our time was allocated to  Release 9 and earlier related CRs,  the remaining time was used to discuss Rel-10 issues. 
Release 10

Local call local switch (LCLS) 
We started the work on stage 2 on LCLS 3GPP TS 23.284. We made good progress. As a consequence the new TS is sent for information to this plenary (CP‑100706).  The latest version of the stage 2 TS is sent to GERAN2 for information, checking and to ask for comments (see LS C4-103359). 

User Data Convergence (UDC)

We have 3 Rel-10 WIDs related to UDC. 
UDC data model
At CT4#50bis we continued the discussion on the UDC data model and noted that the bottom up approach (starting with collecting Attributes) leads immediately to detailed discussion on the data structure and attribute definition which results in very slow progress. Between CT4#50bis and CT4#51 a discussion was started how to continue the work and if we should start with an UML model description or with DITs. We specially addressed the point, if and how we can  make use of the work which was done in SA5 and where to do the split of the work between SA5 and CT4. This discussion was continued in CT4#51 and led to a joint session with SA5.
UDC evolution
On UDC evolution the new version of TR 23.845version 0.4.0 is available in C4-103368 and agreed as basis for future work.
 
LIPA

We continued the work on LIPA related CRs and they are provided in CP-100683 for approval.
SIPTO
We continued the work on SIPTO and the agreed set of CRs are provided in CP-100684 for approval.
Enabling Coder Selection and Rate Adaptation for UTRAN and E-UTRAN for Load Adaptive Application

A first set of stage 2 CRs are provided in CP-100685 for approval.
S2b Mobility based on GTP

A set of CRs (see CP-100686) are provided to this plenary for approval. This set of CRs almost complete the work. A CR on 23.008 is outstanding.
Enhanced multimedia priority service

We continued the work on eMPS. A set of CRs is provided in CP-100687 for approval.
Enhancements on Network Improvements for Machine Type Communications

We agreed on a set of changes on "MME/SGSN overload control by throttling of DL low priority traffic" and adding a new Subscribed Periodic TAU/RAU timer in HSS subscription and its transfer to the MME/SGSN see CP-100688. Similar changes related to APN congestion control were postponed to the next meeting. An LS on "Direct stage 3 work for NIMTC functionality" was sent to SA1 (C4-103168) and in copy to CT plenary. This workitem was also discussed in a joint session with SA2, RAN2 and CT1.

A discussion paper on "High level principles discussed in PCRF failure joint session" was produced to collect the status of the discussion and to have a starting point for  further offline discussions. The status of the discussion is also reflected in the WID (CP-100703) which is sent for approval to this plenary.
