Abstract of document:

CT4 have approval an exception sheet on ECSRA_LAA-CN (C4-111017). This exception sheet provides a summary of the results of the CT4 #52 meeting. As a result of the CT4 #52 meeting, a liaison statement (C4-111025) was approved to be sent to ITU-T SG16. The explanation of the contentious issue should be aligned with the text of the liaison out. 
Furthermore CRs have been submitted to this 3GPP TSG meeting proposing updates to the agreed ECN related CRs from the CT4 #52 meeting. If these are accepted, then the current CT4 solution would be changed and the explanation of the "Contentious Issues" would not be correct.
The Contributors do see the need for an exception for the ECSRA work in Rel-10 due to the ongoing work in ITU-T SG16. Thus we do support this exception. However to properly reflect the current state of affairs we propose updated text. The text is marked up below. 
Contentious Issues:

Currently the CT4 solution proposes two H.248 packages to solve the ECN support: an " ECN for RTP-over-UDP Support" Package enabling the use of ECN on a MG and an ECN Forwarding Control property to control a transparent packet forwarding function.  These decisions are made in advance of any conclusions in ITU-T.. Hence this may change after ITU-T has performed a more thorough analysis and produced a generic solution for ECN.
