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1 PART 1:  Executive summary

1.1 CT3 Meetings

Since the last TSG CT plenary, the following meeting has taken place:

· CT3#65     22  -  26  August,   St Julians, MALTA
This was a relatively busy meeting, with 401 documents handled.
There have been breakout sessions on:  
-  IMS/CS topics chaired by Vice-Chairman Thomas Belling, and
 -  PCC topics chaired by Vice-Chairman Qiao Weihua.

CT3 had one joint session with CT4 on the Ix/Iq interfaces.
The present status report summarises the results from the meeting and presents the current status of the work in CT3. The detailed draft meeting report for CT3#65 is contained in CP-110600.

1.3 Administrative work

1.3.1 Elections

Elections were held at CT3#65. The Chairman and the two Vice-chairmen were re-elected by acclamation, being the only candidates.

1.3.2 Terms of Reference

An updated version of the CT3 Terms of Reference was agreed. Please see CP-110586. The changes were relatively minor, mainly aimed to better reflect the new work areas that have been introduced in CT3 since the previous version was agreed. 

1.4 Major problems / achievements

Major problems/controversial issues
Two new CT3 WIDs related to the cooperation between 3GPP and BBF were handled. The WIDs are referred to as Building Block II (BB II) and Building Block III (BB III). Some concerns were raised over BB II, and even more so over BB III, due to what was considered as immature/missing stage 2 specifications. One company raised an objection against BB III. Another company raised an objection against BB II as BB II and BB III were considered to have the same condition. 
It can be noted that BB II had 17 supporting companies, BB III had 16 supporting companies.

In the end, it turned out that no company wanted to block the work. Furthermore, there was a strong request to give both WIDs the same handling. Therefore, both WIDs were agreed with the following statement in the Chairman’s notes: “One objection, no company wants to impede progress”.

1.5.6 Rel-11

Service Awareness and Privacy Policies [SAPP-CT3]

Good progress was made and 15 CRs were agreed.  However, there are still open issues, in particular on the unsolicited reporting case where there was no agreement on whether the solution should be based on Rx or Gx. A proposal to allow both Rx based and Gx based solution was discussed. It received some support, but some companies were reluctant to embrace the idea. Since more work is needed to specify complete solutions, it was agreed to postpone the decision till the next meeting. In the meantime, companies were asked to discuss internally whether they can take a flexible position on this issue, and whether any sort of compromise can be acceptable.

CT3 Aspects of QoS Control based on Subscriber Spending Limits [QoS_SSL-CT3]
There was a lot of interest in the work on the new Sy interface. CT3 received 4 different proposals for the basic protocol solution. After considerable discussions both online and offline, a merged proposal was agreed with some basic protocol characteristics including a set of commands and some AVPs. A skeleton for the new TS 29.219 and 6 pseudo-CRs were agreed.
In a reply LS to SA5 (reply to CP-110632), CT3 confirms that there will be a joint session with SA5 during the meetings in San Francisco in November. CT3 is also open for email discussions and a conference call with SA5 should relevant topics be identified. To facilitate the coordination between the groups, SA5 and CT3 delegates are encouraged to work closely together between the meetings.
Inter-IMS NNI Option Items [NNI_OI]
For the interconnection between two operators using the II-NNI, some items need to be selected by inter-operator agreements in advance. In particular, the items which have an influence on the service interconnection fall into this category. These items are called "option items", and a list of option items is being specified to support the operators in making bilateral agreements for the service-interconnection.

An offline drafting session was dedicated to this work item. The results are captured in one big CR and it was decided to carry the CR over to the next meeting to continue the work, rather than submitting certain parts for plenary approval this time. Interested readers are referred to C3-111511.
Other Work Items
Other Rel-11 CRs were agreed on a wide range of topics, such as 

· PCC, 

· EPC interworking with external PDNs, 

· vSRVCC (both PCC- and IMS-related CRs), 

· IMSProtoc5, and

· Anonymous Call Rejection in the CS Domain

For full details, please see subclause 2.4.

1.5.7 Draft references in CT3 Specifications
Triggered by an initiative from the CT Chairman, a list of IETF drafts referenced in CT3 specifications was presented and discussed. Interested readers are referred to C3-111466. Some of these references were updated/resolved during the meeting. The list will be revised before the next meeting with the intention that relevant parts are reflected in the 3GPP Work Plan.

1.5.8 Interaction with ATIS ESIF

After offline discussion with CT1 and CT4 Chairmen, it was decided that CT3 should provide a reply to the ATIS ESIF LS (ref. CP-110547) on NNI specification. The reply LS can be found in C3-111637, where CT3 provides a number of comments, in essence pointing ATIS ESIF in the direction of TS 29.165 (Inter-IMS NNI specification).
