Nokia thanked the rapporteur for this input and reminded the delegates that the topic was discussed in the New York meeting in 2004 and suggested that the reason why the capability is indicated only in the USIM is because there will always be a USIM installed on a UICC that holds an ISIM as Nokia does not think that there could be UICCs with ISIM only in a 3GPP environment. Nokia added that for the HPSIM, it would be assumed that by default the feature is supported and that there would in this case be no need for an indication. Qualcomm commented that the feature is actually a card feature rather than a USIM feature and noted that it was a bit early in the process to make decisions on the topic for the HPSIM. Gemalto commented that duplicating the information in the ISIM would lead to a risk of inconsistency of the information reported. Gemalto mentioned that they had an input on the Toolkit features for the HPSIM. Morpho Cards replied to Nokia that IMS may be used with other applications than a USIM. Comprion pointed out an inconsistency with the ETSI SCP specification where the "CAT over the Modem interface" feature makes it possible to receive a new Terminal Profile at any time while the USAT specification makes this mechanism explicitly dependent on the feature being indicated as present in the UST.

Nokia commented this indication was added to cope with a problem met in the field a long time ago and that they assumed that none of the cards being put on the market today would present the problem of not accepting multiple Terminal Profiles. Nokia then questioned the need for a correction at all if the market has already purged itself of problematic cards. It was suggested to state in TS 31.111 that the support of multiple Terminal Profiles is mandatory for any UICC capable of supporting 3GPP applications. Nokia pointed out that the feature has been there since Rel-6. It was decided to open the related change request proposed in document C6-110345.
