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1 PART 1:  Executive summary

1.1 CT3 Meetings

Since the last TSG CT plenary, the following meeting has taken place:

This was a very busy meeting, with 500 documents handled. There have been breakout sessions on:  
· IMS/CS topics chaired by Vice-Chairman Thomas Belling, and
· PCC topics chaired by Vice-Chairman Qiao Weihua.

There was a joint session with CT4 to discuss SIRIG.
The present status report summarises the results from the meeting and presents the current status of the work in CT3. The detailed draft meeting report for CT3#68 is contained in CP-120055.

1.3 Major problems / achievements

Major problems/controversial issues
Three 3GPP specifications (TS 24.229, TS 29.163, TS 29.165) currently reference three different, old versions of an IETF draft on user-to-user signalling. CRs were proposed in order to introduce the latest versions of the relevant IETF drafts in all the affected 3GPP specifications. The CRs were technically endorsed, but due to backward compatibility issues , there were sustained objections from Orange and France Telecom. The CT3 CRs are dependent on corresponding CT1 CRs. In the end, it was decided to ask for a plenary decision on the issue. The relevant CRs are listed in subclause 2.4.2.
Major achievements
· 131 CRs were agreed/endorsed.
· The new TS 29.219 on Spending Limit Reporting over the Sy Interface is submitted to this plenary for approval, on time according to the approved Work Plan schedule.
· Two new WIDs with CT3 ownership were agreed:
· Network Provided Location Information for IMS, 
· II-NNI Rel-11 Enhancements: SIP timers.

1.4.6 Rel-11

Service Awareness and Privacy Policies [SAPP-CT3]

This Work Item is functionally complete, however 9 corrective CRs were agreed.
CT3 Aspects of QoS Control based on Subscriber Spending Limits [QoS_SSL-CT3]
4 pseudo-CRs to the new TS 29.219 were agreed, e.g. to clarify that the OCS procedures in TS 29.219 are strictly limited to the Sy protocol. Further, internal behaviour of the OCS is covered in SA5 specifications, and a reference to the relevant SA5 specification was added. This is a follow-up of previous discussions in the joint meeting with SA5 in San Francisco. TS 29.219 is submitted to this plenary for approval (CP-120083). 

Inter-IMS NNI Option Items [NNI_OI]
For the interconnection between two operators using the II-NNI, some items need to be selected by inter-operator agreements in advance. In particular, the items which have an influence on the service interconnection fall into this category. These items are called "option items", and a list of option items is being specified to support the operators in making bilateral agreements for the service-interconnection.

Good progress was made. Option items related to user plane transport protocol, URI and SIP session timer were agreed.
BBF Access Interworking [BBAI_BBI-CT], [BBAI_BBII-CT] and [BBAI_BBIII-CT]
There was good progress on BB I with 15 agreed CRs. 
BB II and III have not yet  been started.
The BB II WID was revised, mainly to have it decoupled from the other BBAI BBs. Please see CP-120079. 
Machine-Type Communication [SIMTC-Reach]

CT3 agreed the first CR on this work item, related to IP addressing for UEs used for MTC.

Service Identification for RRC improvements in GERAN [SIRIG]
In joint discussions with CT4, several solutions were proposed with various degrees of impact on PCC. It was therefore decided to update the WID to include CT3. It is foreseen that CT3 will create stage 2 CRs and ask for review and endorsement by SA2. It was agreed to set up a conference call before the next meeting dedicated to the CT3 impacts of SIRIG. 
The work will be closely coordinated with CT4.
Other Work Items
Other Rel-11 CRs were agreed on a variety of topics, such as 

· PCC, 
· MBMS in EPS,

· II-NNI Dynamic view,

· TEI11, and
· IMSProtoc5.
